Westchester Congressman Mike Lawler recently sat down for an interview
with Mark Halperin on 2Way. In the interview, Lawler made news by explain-
ing that he is working with the Republican majority in Congress to expand the
cap on state and local tax deduction (SALT) and vowed that he would not vote
to make any cuts to Medicare and Social Security, nor are there any plans in
Congress to cut either.

Protests across Westchester, which included several prominent Westchester
democrats, alleged that the Republicans in Congress and President Trump were
working to “give tax breaks to millionaires” while “cutting Medicare, Medic-
aid, and Social Security.”

Lawler said that the attacks against him were false. “Some of my colleagues

Happy Passover & Happy Easter Westchester!
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St. Mary’s Church Yonkers Gets
an Easter Miracle From The Vatican

St. Mary’s

St. Mary’s Friends has announced that the appeal made to the Vatican for St.
Mary’s Church to remain as an independent parish has been successful. The Holy
See has revoked the decree issued last year by Cardinal Timothy Dolan, which had
eliminated Immaculate Conception Parish in Yonkers.

The decree, issued by Cardinal Dolan on May 31, 2024, merged Immaculate
Conception Parish (known as “St. Mary’s”) with the parish of St. Peter-St. Denis in
an “extinctive union,” meaning that following the merger only one parish contain-
ing three churches existed. The revocation of this decree returns things to the way
they were prior to the merger.

After Cardinal Dolan’s decree was issued, three St. Mary’s parishioners filed an
appeal with Cardinal Dolan on June 8, 2024, arguing that St. Mary’s should remain
an independent parish. After Cardinal Dolan rejected this appeal, these parishio-
ners made a higher appeal to the “Dicastery for the Clergy of the Holy See,” a de-
partment of the Vatican which hears appeals against the elimination of parishes and
the permanent closure of churches. Those who made the appeal recently learned of
its success—Cardinal Dolan’s decree was revoked.

This is the first time in the history of the New York State Archdiocese that a
decree was revoked by the Vatican. The decision also marks only the ninth time in
modern Catholic history when a decree eliminating a parish has been revoked by
the Holy See.

In its decision, the Dicastery for the Clergy found Cardinal Dolan lacked a suf-
ficient canonically “just” cause to warrant the merging of Immaculate Conception
Parish with the Parish of St. Peter-St. Denis. While Cardinal Dolan had argued in
his decree that the COVID 19 pandemic had reduced attendance at Immaculate
Conception Parish, the Dicastery for the Clergy found in the year immediately
prior to the parish’s closure there had been a 76% increase in attendance.

Cardinal Dolan’s decree also resulted in the elimination of Spanish language
masses, leaving only one bilingual mass. In actuality there was an increase of
Spanish-speaking Catholics in the parish, who sought to attend mass. Spanish-
speaking parishioners were forced to attend St. Peter’s Church, but many were
turned away due to overcrowded attendance and parking conditions. These factors
weighed heavily in the Dicastery’s decision to revoke Cardinal Dolan’s decree.

St. Mary’s Church (Parish of the Immaculate Conception Parish), was founded
in Yonkers in 1848 as the first Catholic parish in the city. Mass is presently cel-
ebrated in St. Mary’s Church for English-speaking and Arabic-speaking Catho-
lics. Spanish-speaking parishioners are hopeful that masses in Spanish will soon
resume. St. Mary’s Parishioners are eager to work with Cardinal Dolan and the
Archdiocese of New York to ensure that the parish can spiritually nourish all of its
parishioners for years to come.
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DA Cacace & Former DA Rocah Agree with Gov.
Hochul:Changes Needed to 2019 Criminal Reforms

Too Many Domestic Violence Cases Tossed Out on Technicality

Westchester District Attorney Susan Cacace, and former DA Mimi Rocah, have
come out in support of the efforts of Governor Kathy Hochul to make changes to
the criminal reforms passed in NY in 2019. Specifically, changes to the discovery
portion of the law which has resulted in many serious criminal cases being thrown
out on a technicality.

Cacace wrote an Op-Ed in the Journal News which included, I was pleased to
accept the invitation of Gov. Kathy Hochul to participate in a recent roundtable
discussion she hosted in Albany I to discuss the unfortunate consequences of the
sweeping discovery reforms enacted in 2019, and to lend support for her latest
proposal for making desperately needed changes that will bring justice to all New
Yorkers. Of course, the need for “justice” does not apply to only one segment of
our society, justice is needed by those who are victims of crime, just as it is needed
by those charged with crimes and every other member of our greater community
throughout New York state.”

“I understood that the discovery reforms of 2019 were designed to enhance the
ideals of justice, but I now also recognize where those reforms missed the mark
and undercut those ideals.

Indeed, it has been the women and children — those most often victimized by
domestic violence and sexual assault — who have suffered most profoundly under
these so-called reforms, leading to the dismissal of 49% of cases outside of New
York City involving domestic violence in 2023, as one telling example shared by
the governor during her roundtable,” writes Cacace.

Former Westchester DA wrote in the Daily News, “I understand the importance
of a fair system of justice and public service accountability which is why I believe
the 2019 discovery reforms were essential — but [ also know that slight modifica-
tions are necessary to ensure that the intended reforms do not continue to inadver-
tently further harm victims.

“I join my former DA colleagues across the state — in addition to victim advo-
cate groups, clergy leaders, and many members of the state’s federal delegation
— in strongly supporting the proposed changes to those laws.

“I urge the Legislature: do not continue to stand in the way of these essential
changes,” writes Rocah.

Governor Hochul has been the most vocal about making changes to the discov-
ery laws so that dometic violence caces and sexual assault charges are not dis-
missed because a prosecutor was unable to get every shred of evidence to defense
attorneys in time.

“I have been clear since day one: [ won’t stop fighting to pass a State Budget that
prioritizes affordability and key public safety measures. We cannot allow loopholes
in our discovery laws to harm the progress we have made in combatting crime.

“Victims of crime and our partners in law enforcement see too many victims be-
ing denied justice and too many perpetrators reoffending thanks to loopholes in our
laws. I made a promise to New Yorkers that their family would be my fight — that
means standing strong to pass a State Budget that makes New York safer and more
affordable for all.”

“Were it left to me to decide if we should have

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Requests for Clothing Grew 37.5% at The
Sharmg Shelf-Evidence of Poverty in Westchester

The Sharing Shelf, the nonprofit clothing bank serving children and teens in
need in Westchester County, announced today that requests for clothing grew
37.5% in the first quarter of 2025, compared to the same period last year. The
Sharing Shelf received 1,572 requests in the first three months of 2025, com-
pared to 1,143 requests in that period of 2024.

As a result, the need for volunteers on whom The Sharing Shelf depends to fill
those requests, also grew in that period. In the first quarter of 2025, The Sharing
Shelf had to fill 1,071 individual volunteer slots, compared to 523 individual
volunteer slots in the first quarter of 2024.

“We’re seeing an extraordinary growth in requests for clothing in 2025 that
should send alarm bells ringing about increased poverty in Westchester,” said
Deborah Blatt, Founder and Executive Director of The Sharing Shelf. “Poverty
is typically gauged by census data, but there’s a significant lag time to that. What
we’re witnessing is evidence of growing clothing insecurity in real time.”

Requests to The Sharing Shelf for clothing for children and teens came in 2024
from 588 staff members at 161 community partner agencies across Westchester,
demonstrating the breadth of need across the county. Those children and teens
live in every community in Westchester.

In 2024, The Sharing Shelf provided clothing to 6,764 children and teens — an
increase of 23% from 2023. While Westchester is among the nation’s wealthiest
counties, its poverty rate for children under five was 11.1% in 2023, according
to Westchester Children’s Association. More than 67,000 children and teens live
in poverty or a low-income home in Westchester.

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I Am Out Gefilte Fishing

With the weather still a bit chilly, it’s hard to believe that spring is upon us with
Passover starting and Easter right around the corner. Long gone are the days of
family members searching through the house with a feather for those last few
crumbs of bread that may scattered around,

It’s amazing the traditions each family has for Passover. But one thing that al-
ways draws controversy is gefilte fish. What is gefilte fish? It is a dish made from
a poached mixture of ground deboned fish, such as carp, whitefish, or pike. It is
traditionally served as an appetizer by Ashkenazi Jewishhouseholds. Popular on
Shabbat and Jewish holidays such as Passover, it may be consumed throughout
the year. It is typically garnished with a slice of cooked carrot on top.

Historically, gefilte fish was a stuffed whole fish consisting of minced-fish
forcemeat stuffed inside the intact fish skin. By the 16th century, cooks had started
omitting the labor-intensive stuffing step, and the seasoned fish was most com-
monly formed into patties similar to quenelles or fish balls.

Now that doesn’t sound too bad does it? And yes, all the fish needed for this
dish must be caught somewhere. So next time someone tells you jokingly they are
gefilte fishing, it’s true because if someone didn’t go fishing we wouldn’t have
what some consider a delicacy.

To make the modernized "gefilte fish" fish balls, fish fillets are ground and
mixed with eggs (some recipes exclude eggs), matza crumbs, spices, salt, onions,
carrots, and sometimes potatoes, to produce a paste or dough which is then sim-
mered in fish stock.

Carp, pike, mullet, or whitefish are commonly used to make gefilte fish; more
recently, Nile perch and salmon are also used, with gefilte fish made from salmon
having a slightly pink hue.

Gefilte fish may be slightly sweet or savory. Different preparations and taste
preferences may reflect Ashkenazi Jews' specific ancestral origins in Europe. The
preference for sweet gefilte with sugar was popular among Galician Jews from
central Europe, while gefilte fish with black pepper was preferred by the more
northern Litvak Jews.

Sweet gefilte fish with sugar can be traced to the turn of the 19th century, when
the first sugar beet factory opened in southern Poland. The sugar industry, which
involved many Jews, grew rapidly, and sugar was included in many foods in the
region.

The idea of putting sugar into anything else was absurd. Polish Jews began to
put sugar into all dishes including peppery kugels. stuffed cabbage and gefilte fish.

The late 1930s brought a brand named Mother's from "Sidney Leibner, the son
of a fish store owner."This ready-to-serve fish was followed by "Manischewitz,
Mrs. Adler’s, Rokeach and others."

What separates the men from the boys is the stock the commercial gefilte fish is
packaged in. Some is packaged in a liquid while other is packaged in a jelly broth.
The jelly brother isn’t the most appetizing thing to look at!

The post-WWII method of making gefilte fish commercially takes the form of
patties or balls, or utilizes a wax paper casing around a "log" of ground fish, which
is then poached or baked. This product is sold in cans and glass jars, and packed in
jelly made from fish broth, or the fish broth itself. The sodiumcontent is relatively
high at 220-290 mg/serving. Low-salt, low-carbohydrate, low-cholesterol, and
sugar-free varieties are in the market.

Can you believe this jelly, which some love and some have no use for has a pat-
ent? The patent for this jelly, which allowed mass-market distribution of gefilte
fish, was granted on October 29, 1963, to Monroe Nash and Erich G. Freuden-
stein.

Gefilte fish has been described as "an acquired taste.” Grocery stores also sell
frozen "logs" of gefilte fish. Some with raisins in it to sweeten it. I don’t know
about that!

Many Jewish families haven’t a clue what gefilte fish is Having never served it
for Passover. It really has no symbolism like so many other things on the Passover
table.

Well, the holidays are here and so is Spring. I hope I have convinced you that
yes, you do have to go fishing to make gefilte fish.

May you and yours have a joyous Passover and an Easter filled with beautiful
traditions passed down from one generation to another.

Andrew Cuomo’s bid for NYC Mayor took him to Yonkers last week to the
home of former State Senator Nick Spano for a fundraiser.

Spano, who is now a democrat and a lobbyist in Albany, has known Cuomo for
a couple of decades, dating back to when Cuomo was NY Attorney General and
Spano was a State Senator.

Spano explained “He is a friend of my family as well. I think he’s perfectly
suited to be able to take over the reins of the city of New York and to move it in
the right direction.”

Nick Spano’s family includes his brother Mike Spano the Mayor of Yonkers.
And while Mayor Mike Spano has yet to endorse Cuomo for NYC Mayor, he at-
tended the event and the fact that Nick Spano welcomed Cuomo to Yonkers is a
clear sign that the Spano family supports Cuomo.

“Mike attended the Cuomo fundraiser at his brother’s home, and shares the
same views on how to govern a city like Yonkers or New York City. He wouldn’t
be there and Nick wouldn’t host Cuomo if his brother wasn’t on board,” said one
person at the event, which features Nick Spano’s famous homemade Chili.

10 years ago, Nick Spano welcomed then Governor Cuomo to Yonkers for a
re-election fundraiser.

“What we need in government and politics these days is less acrimony and more
results,” Spano told Playbook Wednesday. “You only get results by communicat-
ing and working well on both sides of the aisle. Andrew Cuomo is prepared to do
that.”

Cuomo spokesperson Rich Azzopardi also pointed out in the Politico story that
“Senator Spano has a history of supporting democrats” including Chuck Schumer,
and Governor Hochul.

Nick Spano also welcomed Hochul to Yonkers for a fund raiser recently

When his endorsement becomes official, Mayor Spano will become the first
prominent democrat to support Cuomo for NYC Mayor. Other notable democrats,
including State Senate Majority Leader ASC, State Senator Shelley Mayer, As-
semblymember Amy Paulin, Congressman George Latimer and County Execu-
tive Ken Jenkins, have not endorsed Cuomo or any candidate for Mayor.

Some Westchester democrats explained that most of the Westchester dems we
mentioned “don’t have to endorse anyone for NYC Mayor because they don’t
represent NYC. Only George (Latimer) does.”

Stewart-Cousins, Mayer and Paulin, were among the many NY Democrats who
called on Cuomo to resign in 2021 for sexual harassment allegations.

Cuomo maintains a large lead in polling for the upcoming democratic primary
in June for NYC Mayor. Current NYC Mayor Eric Adams has vowed to run as an
independent candidate for reelection in November. The republican candidate for
Mayor will be Curtis Sliwa.
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New Rochelle Police Arrest Suspect in
Sting Operation Involving Minor

On Saturday, April 5, 2025, at about 12:00pm, New Rochelle Police received
a report from a 15- year-old female who disclosed that she had been involved
in an ongoing intimate relationship with a 21-year-old male. Recognizing the
seriousness of the allegations, the department immediately recalled detectives to
conduct a thorough investigation into the matter.

As part of their investigation, detectives initiated contact with the suspect by
posing as the minor victim. During these communications, the suspect expressed
his intent to visit the victim’s residence for the purpose of engaging in sexual
activity. Leveraging this information, detectives devised a carefully coordinated
sting operation to apprehend the individual and ensure the safetyof the minor.

Detectives positioned themselves in the vicinity of the victim’s residence,
maintaining surveillance as the suspect approached. Upon his arrival, the suspect
was taken into custody without incident.

The New Rochelle Police Department commends the courage of the young
victim for coming forward and encourages anyone with information related to
this case or similar incidents to contact their tip line at 914-654-2300, or anony-
mously at 914-632-COPS. The department remains dedicated to investigating
crimes against minors and holding perpetrators accountable.

The New Rochelle Police Department also uncovered a Major Drug Operation

On April 6, 2025, at approximately 9:19pm, officers from the New Rochelle
Police Department responded to a report of a suspicious fire at the Marriot Resi-
dence Inn located at 35 LeCount Place. The hotel’s fire suppression system con-
trolled the blaze, which originated in a 7th floor room, though it caused flooding
across the entire floor. Initial findings revealed evidence of a clandestine drug
lab, including cocaine and materials suggesting the suspect was processing it into
crack cocaine.

New Rochelle Detectives, recalled to investigate, traced the suspect to a hos-
pital in Queens, where he was being treated for burns to his right arm, torso, and
foot. He was later transferred to another facility, arrested, and remains in stable
condition. Following his apprehension, detectives continued their investigation,
uncovering significant new evidence. Leads pointed to a storage facility rented
by the suspect in New Rochelle. With sufficient information, detectives obtained
and executed a search warrant on the facility on April 8th, 2025.

The search yielded a substantial haul of drug-related items, including a five-
foot kilo press, numerous kilo stamps, approximately 3 kilograms of cocaine,
one half ounce of fentanyl, a large quantity of cutting agents, drug packaging
materials, acetone, multiple scales, and additional paraphernalia. This discovery
points to a sophisticated drug manufacturing and distribution operation linked to
the suspect.

The suspect, Pedro Marte, 47 years of age, of New York, NY, currently re-
manded in the custody of the Westchester County Jail, continues to receive medi-
cal treatment for his burns sustained during the initial fire. Upon his release from
medical care, he is anticipated to face enhanced charges, including Criminal Pos-
session of a Controlled Substance in the 1st Degree and an A-II Felony, reflecting
the severity and scale of the uncovered operation.

The investigation remains active, and the New Rochelle Police Department
urges anyone with information to call the general non-emergency line at (914)
654-2300, or anonymously at (914) 632-COPS.
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GLP-1 Drugs Should Require Eating
Disorder Screening Before Prescription

Right now, about 12% of American aged 18 or older (or 1 in 8 adults) are taking
GLP-1 (glucagon-like peptide-1) receptor agonists — medications that were initially
developed and FDA-approved to treat type 2 diabetes are also being used off-label
for weight loss beyond medical need. Wegovy, Ozempic, Mounjaro, Trulicity and
other similar drugs work by slowing gastric emptying, reducing appetite, and in-
creasing satiety which can lead to significant weight loss.

For people with diabetes and associated health conditions, GLP-1 medications
offer a long-awaited and even life-saving tool to improve health by reducing the
overall risk of diabetes and cardiovascular disease and lowering blood pressure.
But for people who have or are at high risk for developing an eating disorder (in-
cluding anorexia nervosa and other disorders), these drugs can exacerbate—or
even cause—serious problems.

Rapid weight loss and extreme food restriction—both of which often occur while
taking GLP-1 drugs—can reinforce disordered eating behaviors and disrupt re-
covery. Those who undergo rapid weight loss while taking these drugs may also
receive well-meaning positive comments on their bodies, especially in our diet-
and weight-obsessed culture, which unintentionally substantiate harmful messages
about body size, weight, health, and self-worth.

I have personally seen patients with disordered eating histories who were pre-
scribed weight loss drugs. While they lost weight, their mental health took a terrible
toll as they were driven to extremely restrictive and obsessional relationships with
food, exercise, and weight. Appetite suppression induced by GLP-1 medications
appeared to intensify food avoidance, increasing the risk of malnutrition and medi-
cal instability.

Moreover, some individuals who seem as though they qualify for weight loss
drugs might not initially present as someone with an eating disorder. While the
pervasive stereotype of someone with an eating disorder is someone young, fe-
male, and alarmingly thin (and often white), this isn’t the case. People with eating
disorders come in all shapes, sizes, genders, races, and ages. Just because a person
is in a larger body doesn’t mean that person doesn’t have an active eating disorder
or a history of disordered eating. According to the National Eating Disorders As-
sociation, “Despite the fact that individuals with higher body weight have a 2.45
times greater chance of engaging in disordered eating behaviors as patients of nor-
mal weight, such patients receive a clinical diagnosis of an eating disorder half as
frequently as patients with normal weight or underweight.” And while some well-
intentioned physicians might want their patients to obtain a “healthy” Body Mass

Letter to the Editor:

Jesus Christ Our Passover: Redemption and Healing

Passover commemorates not only the liberation of the children of Israel from
400 years of slavery in Egypt, but also the promise of what the Messiah would
bring: deliverance from the bondage of sin and man’s fallen nature and healing.
For Christians, Jesus Christ was the Passover sacrifice for all times, fulfilling God’s
most important promises of redemption from sin and death.

The Hebrew slavery in Egypt was so abject that the government ordered the peo-
ple to murder Hebrew babies if they were male. (Exodus 1:15ff) Moses miracu-
lously survived because of his mother’s faith, and grew up in the royal household.
The Egyptians gave the hardest tasks to the Hebrews, and deliberately made these
harder, forcing them to make “bricks without straw” that is, having to go out and
find the materials as well as make the finished product without reducing the number
made. (Sounds like many “environmental” regulations which have made cars both
more expensive and less safe and appliances more costly and less functional. Evil
adapts to the cultural conditions of the time.)

The Passover celebration was commanded by God to remind the Hebrews of
God’s deliverance. Leviticus 23:5 “ In the fourteenth day of the first month at even
is the LORD’S Passover.” It was an eight day feast, with special preparations, re-
quiring for many, a pilgrimage to the Temple at Jerusalem. Centuries later, when
Jesus Christ entered Jerusalem, it was a swamp of religious and political corruption.
“After two days was the feast of the Passover, and of unleavened bread: and the
chief priests and the scribes sought how they might take him by craft, and put him
to death.” (Mark 14:1) The king had murdered John the Baptist, and the corrupt
religious leaders tried several times to kill Jesus Christ—hardly the deeds of men of
God. They should have been the first to recognize and honor the son of God. But
the high priest was appointed by the Roman government and the chief priests and
scribes were not the true leaders of Israel. They had the position, but spiritually
they were corrupt, and lived off the people. Instead of serving them and teaching
them, they oppressed them with legalistic self-righteousness and never delivered
anyone from sin or sickness. When Jesus Christ brought the light of God, deliver-
ance and healing all they could see was a threat to their power.

Think about that. Here is the only begotten son of God, the Messiah they have
been awaiting for thousands of years, demonstrating the power of God as it had not
been seen in 400 years, and the chief religious leaders were conspiring to murder
him. They should have been the first to sit at his feet to learn from and help him,
but they worshiped their positions of power and so schemed and conspired to kill
him to hold on to positions they were neither spiritually nor morally entitled to.

The Last Supper was not the Passover meal, but it was part of the eight day feast
of Passover. John 18:28 shows that Jesus was under arrest before the Passover high
Sabbath. “Then led they Jesus from Caiaphas unto the hall of judgment: and it was
early; and they themselves went not into the judgment hall, lest they should be de-
filed; but that they might eat the Passover.” Another distinction is that Jesus Christ
and his disciples ate sitting down. The Passover meal was eaten standing with
clothing clothes bound up for quick travel, a walking stick in hand, and shoes on.
(Exodus 12:11) Da Vinci’s “Last Supper” portrays men seated at a table: custom-
ary for Renaissance Europe, but not how meals were taken in the ancient Middle
East, where the custom was to recline on a couch or mat, barefoot. John 19 states
that on the “preparation,” the day when the Passover lamb was selected, Jesus
Christ was in the hands of the religious and political authorities who were torturing
him and humiliating him. But the high priest’s soldiers would not go into Pilate’s

judgement hall because it would have made them unclean to eat the Passover meal.

The amazing hypocrisy to pretend to obey the religious law when they were tortur-

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CONSUMPTION OF SWEETENED BEVERAGES IS ON THE RISE,
CAUSING HEALTH PROBLEMS IN CHILDREN

The New York State Department of Health reports that the average child con-
sumes more than 500 cans of soda annually. Recent studies show a significant shift
in children's drinking habits — where children once drank twice as much milk as
soda, today's children drink twice as much soda as milk.

This trend worries medical professionals like Dr. Andrew Swiderski, a pediatri-
cian at NY’s Open Door Family Medical Center.

“It’s pretty significant when you consider that the calories from those sweetened
drinks can mean an increase of an additional pound and a half a month or 15 pounds
a year of body weight,” he said. “We’re seeing a lot of obesity, more prediabetes
and an increase in hypertension. BMI (Body/Mass Index) is headed in the wrong
direction. Sweetened beverages are one of the biggest culprits.”

Children, he said, gained weight during the pandemic and, while the increase in
weight has leveled off, the floodgates have opened with increased use of sugar-laden
soft drinks adding to the problem.

According to CDC studies conducted before the pandemic, obesity was already a
significant health concern in America. It affected 19.3 percent of children between
ages 2 and 19. This represents a dramatic increase from 1976-1980, when only 7
percent of children ages 6 to 11 and 5 percent of adolescents had obesity. The rates
were even higher among children of color, with approximately one in four Hispanic
and non-Hispanic Black children having obesity.

During the pandemic, childhood obesity rates rose significantly. CDC research
found that obesity increased to 22 percent among children and teens aged 2 to 19. A
joint study by the University of Michigan and Kaiser Permanente revealed that chil-
dren with obesity experienced an increase in annual weight gain from 8.8 pounds to
14.6 pounds. Even children at healthy weights saw their yearly weight gain increase
from 3.4 to 5.4 pounds.

Childhood obesity has serious health implications beyond appearance. Children
with obesity face higher risks of developing type 2 diabetes, heart disease risk fac-
tors like high blood pressure and cholesterol, dental problems, and musculoskeletal
issues. Additionally, children with obesity are much more likely to become adults
with chronic health conditions.

Creating healthier habits is a family effort, according to Dr. Swiderski, which is
why he discusses sweet drinks and nutrition with both children and their parents,
emphasizing a positive approach. He finds that encouragement is far more effective
than criticism in supporting healthy behavior changes.

Dr. Swiderski has discovered that families appreciate having concrete information
to guide their decisions. "When test results show elevated cholesterol or A1C levels,
families often respond with increased motivation: "We need to take action.' These
objective measurements help illustrate the importance of nutritional changes."

Dr. Swiderski strongly encourages parents to get their children used to drinking
water from an early age — whether from the tap or bottle (as long as it contains
fluoride). This is far preferable to soft drinks or fruit juice. Healthy alternatives to
sweetened drinks include milk, vegetable juice, and fruit juice without added sugar.
He refers patients to Open Door’s nutritionists when he feels it’s necessary to drill
deeper in identifying problems and solutions.

“We're noticing the significant impact that sweetened beverages have on children's
health," he said. "Discussions present an important opportunity for improvement.
Making positive changes in a child's nutrition at, say, age eight, can set them up for
a healthier lifestyle and greatly increase their chances of long-term wellbeing."

pastoral anniversary of Rev. Dr. W. Franklyn Richardson, a man revered not
just in church, but across the nation.

The occasion brought together three major figures in American life: Rev. Al
Sharpton, U.S. Senator Charles E. Schumer, and Rev. Dr. Richardson himself.
After a powerful worship service, each leader reflected on their unique connec-
tions, shared missions, and urgent messages for today’s generation.

Rev. Sharpton delivered the Sunday sermon and I had the honor of sitting with
him and Rev. Dr. Richardson after. “He’s an iconic figure in the Black church
as well as in the nation,” Rev. Sharpton said about Rev. Dr. Richardson. “To see
the outpouring of love and the recognition of the specific things he’s done is in-
credible.” But Sharpton’s message didn’t end with celebration—it pivoted into
challenge. “We’re going back to what Adam Clayton Powell did in the ‘30s and
what Dr. King did in the ‘50s—economic pressure,” he announced, referencing
upcoming meetings with corporate leaders like PepsiCo. “You cannot enjoy our
consumer dollars and then support policies and people that cut us out.”

Senator Chuck Schumer echoed those sentiments with warm admiration for
Richardson when I spoke with him outside. “Dr. Richardson is one of the great-
est people I’ve ever met,” Schumer said. “He’s made Grace Baptist one of the
most influential churches in America.” Reflecting on their partnership during
the COVID-19 pandemic, Schumer credited Richardson for helping secure fed-
eral relief for thousands of churches across the country. “He’s responsible for
the preservation of thousands of churches,” Schumer stated. “He got us to do
this.”

The day also served as a teachable moment for young people. Both Sharpton
and Richardson urged the next generation to awaken to the threats facing their
civil liberties. “Their generation will have fewer rights than ours if we don’t
act,” Sharpton warned. “They’re going backward on voting, affirmative action,
and DEI. We made our mark—this fight is for them.”

Rev. Dr. Richardson passionately agreed, saying, “Too many young people
have not owned the depth of the sacrifices that our forebearers made. They
woke up with privilege and have no idea what it took to get it.” To Richardson,
today’s youth are “our salvation,” and they must understand what they’ve in-
herited.

In a moment of shared reflection, Richardson added, “Al Sharpton is the
greatest civil rights leader in this time.” The two men’s bond was evident—not
just in words, but in years of mutual service.

As our interview ended, the message was clear: this wasn’t just a conversa-
tion about a great pastor. It was a call to action. Palm Sunday at Grace Baptist
wasn’t just about the past either—it was about preserving the future.

Meet Dr. James Kaishian, the Superintendent of the Briarcliff Manor school district.
Dr. Kaishian is the top earning educator in Westchester, according to the Empire Centers
SeeThroughNY.net portal, at $363,353.

Kaishian is one of 12 Westchester educators making more than $300,00 per year, with
the summers off. Next up is White Plains Superintendent Dr. Joseph Ricca, at $351,909.

Coming it at #3-is Oliver Levy, the former Superintendent of the Greenburgh-Graham
school in Hastings. Levy is the former Superintendent because he was charged by West-
chester District Attorney Susan Cacace is misusing school district funds for personal use.

The number of school district employees receiving a total compensation of more than
$200,000 have more than doubled since 2019, according to new salary data posted today
at SeeThroughNY.net, the Empire Center’s transparency website. The public educator
pay data are based on Fiscal Year 2023-24 salary information reported to New York State
Teachers’ Retirement System (NYSTRS), which covers 239,254 public school teachers
and administrators employed outside New York City. The data posted, also includes pay
records for 139,121 school district employees, who are members of the New York State
and Local Retirement System (NYSLRS).

A total of 75,056 school district employees received six figure compensation — rep-
resenting nearly one-third (31.3%) of NYSTRS educators. Out of these, 81 educators
received more than $300,000, and 1,688 received more than $200,000. The majority (76
percent) of those employees who received six-figure compensation were employed in
downstate suburban districts, including 33,834 on Long Island and 18,622 in Westchester,
Orange, and Rockland counties.

Benjamin Ciuffo, a now retired Assistant Superintendent at the Jericho Union Free
School District received the highest total pay of $599,524. Among the upstate regions,
Timothy Backus, who recently retired as the Deputy Superintendent at South Colonie
Central School District, topped the list with a total pay of $443,517.

The average for full-time employees — defined here as any employee paid more than
the annualized lowest statewide minimum wage — during the 2023-2024 school year was
$94,732. Full-time employees on Long Island and in the Mid-Hudson region earned the
highest average pay at $116,066 and $110,830 respectively. Further upstate, the Western
New York Region was the highest paying region ($81,891); the lowest paying region was
the North Country ($71,127).

Full-time NYSTRS members in 202 school districts averaged more than $100,000 in
pay — the highest being Scarsdale Union Free School District ($149,705), where nearly 90
percent of its 530 educators received over $100,000.

Envelope Program in Westchester

County Executive Ken Jenikins, with County Legislators
announcing Blue Envelope Program

Surrounded by members of the Westchester County Board of Legislators, West-
chester County Public Safety, the Office for People with Disabilities and several
Autism advocacy groups, County Executive Ken Jenkins officially launched the
Blue Envelope Program in Westchester. The Blue Envelope Program is designed to
enhance communication and understanding between law enforcement and individ-
uals with autism and other disabilities during a traffic stop. Participants will receive
a “blue envelope” to store their driver’s license, registration and insurance card, and
police officers will be trained to see and understand what the blue envelope signi-
fies. The blue envelope will also contain information for both the driver and law
enforcement officers, in order to better facilitate a calm and effective interaction.

Jenkins said: “Implementing the Blue Envelope Program in Westchester was an
easy decision. It creates a simple way for drivers with autism or similar disabilities
to discreetly communicate their condition, while providing helpful information to
police officers during a routine traffic stop. These blue envelopes will help to reduce
anxiety for drivers, as well as give law enforcement officers a clear indication that
the driver may require more patience, or an alternate communication method. The
Blue Envelope Program will ensure a safer and more comfortable experience for
everyone involved.”

A program participant with autism or a similar disability should store their blue
envelope in an easily accessible location in their car, like the sun visor or glove
compartment.

If a driver is stopped by police:

The driver should tell the police officer they have a blue envelope in their car.

The driver should retrieve the blue envelope and hand it to the police officer.

The police officer should use the instructions on the blue envelope to better com-
municate with the driver, ensuring a smooth conversation.

Board of Legislators Chairman Vedat Gashi said: “I want to extend my sincere
gratitude to George ‘Duff’ Bailey, a constituent whose advocacy on behalf of his
adult son with autism brought the Blue Envelope Program to my attention. Blue
Envelope exemplifies how community engagement leads to meaningful change,
creating safer interactions between law enforcement and individuals with commu-
nication challenges. Good for law enforcement, good for the Autistic community,
good for Westchester. We are proud to partner with County Executive Ken Jenkins
to launch this important initiative, a real step toward a more inclusive and under-
standing Westchester.”

Majority Whip Terry Clements said: “This program directly addresses critical
gaps in roadside communication, giving officers vital information and providing
peace of mind to families of drivers with autism, dementia, and anxiety disorders.
As Public Safety Committee Chair, I've championed initiatives that protect our
most vulnerable residents while strengthening community-police relations..”

Legislator Nancy E. Barr said: “One of the most meaningful things we can do
in government is to implement policies and laws to ensure that all of our residents
are safe and are treated fairly and respectfully. The Blue Envelope Program has
worked in other communities to improve communications and safety when law en-
forcement encounters a driver who has specific disabilities that heighten the prob-
ability of miscommunication.”

Commissioner of the Westchester County Department of Public Safety Terrance
Raynor said: “The Blue Envelope program gives an officer an immediate aware-
ness that a driver may have unique communication or behavioral responses during
their interaction. It will invaluable to help to avoid any misunderstandings. This is
a great tool in conjunction with the Autism Awareness training that recruit officers
and veteran officers receive at the Westchester County Police Academy.”

Director of the Westchester County Office for People with Disabilities Evan La-
tainer said: “The Blue Envelope Program is another example of Westchester Coun-
ty taking positive steps to assist and also protect both the disabled community and
our law enforcement to be better prepared when interacting together. Having the
appropriate training is so valuable for everyone involved. Thank you to County
Executive Ken Jenkins for pushing this initiative forward.”

Westchester Institute for Human Development Manager of Prevocational Pro-
grams Eleanor Evangelista said: “As someone that works with young adults with
disabilities, this program is so important to our population as they work towards
their personal independence and important life goals. As the mother to a 26-year-
old son on the autism spectrum, who obtained his NYS Learners Permit and re-
quested driving lessons on his birthday this past Saturday, this definitely lightens
the pause I feel when I imagine him out the road in the near future.”

CEO of The Arc Westchester Tibisay Guzman said: “The Arc Westchester is grate-
ful to the New York State Sheriffs” Association for introducing the Blue Envelope
Program, which will now be available in Westchester County. Many individuals
with autism are driving on our roadways, and this program provides law enforce-
ment with a valuable visual tool to recognize when someone may have difficulty
responding or communicating during a traffic stop.”

Lake Erie College of Osteopathic Medicine, he returned to Westchester to complete
his internal medicine residency at St. John’s.

Dr. Patrick Neshiwat’s return to the hospital coincided with the 2020 COVID-19
pandemic, a grueling time for healthcare workers nationwide. Fortunately, St.

Working together makes
us both stronger, and I’'m excited to continue serving this community with him.”

“It’s amazing to see the next generation continue our work,” adds Dr. Lawrence
Neshiwat. “Having a father and son team gives patients trust and continuity. Our fo-
cus remains the same: putting patients first and providing the best care. His bedside
manner is excellent, and I’'m very proud of him. [ know he’ll do great.”

Having worked at St. John’s Riverside for over 31 years, Dr. Lawrence Neshiwat
has no immediate plans to retire. But when the time comes, he knows the hospital’s
patients will be in good hands.

While every item in the Passover meal has significance to remind people of what
God had and would continue to do for them, (deliver them from sin and its conse-
quences) there is no mandated meal for Resurrection day. The significance of the
somewhat ordinary Last Supper is in the memorial Jesus Christ instituted. God
had told Adam and Eve that the day they broke His one restriction, they would
bring death into the world as the result of their sin. Genesis 2:16, 17.

The Old Testament law was hard to live up to, the consequences were a reminder
of man’s need for the Messiah to come. The bread and wine of the Last Supper
represent what Jesus Christ accomplished for us. Galatians 3:13. “Christ hath
redeemed us from the curse [penalty] of the law.” His blood, like the blood of the
first Passover, covered for our sin. His broken body paid for the sickness that sin
brought into the world. He even made the memorial much simpler: a bit of wine to
represent his shed blood and a bit of bread, to represent his broken body. Matthew

it, and gave it to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my body. And he took
the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, Drink ye all of it; For this is
my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.”

You can claim your healing and deliverance
because he was—and is.

thepowertolayandcollecttaxesonincomes, fromwhateversourcederived,
without apportionment among the several States, and without regard to any
census or enumeration," does not require all Americans to pay a Federal In-
come tax. Only Federal employees are required to pay an income tax, claims
Futia, and no law says every other American has to pay a Federal income tax.

During his dispute with the IRS, Fu-

has not paid his Federal income tax since 2014.
The IRS attempted to collect the taxes Futia did not pay by fil-
ing a Notice of Lien with the New York State Comptroller's office.
Futiaisretiredafter45yearsworking fortheTownofNorth Castle. Hispension
is through the NYS Retirement system, overseen by the NYS Comptroller.

In 2023, the Comptroller's office and NYS Comptroller Tom Di-
Napoli accepted the Notice of Lien from the IRS. Over three
years, the IRS began garnishing 84% of Futia's pension.

In a lawsuit against NY'S Comptroller Tom DiNapoli, filed in NYS Su-
preme Court, Westchester County, Futia states that he is suing DiNap-
oli personally because "When the defendant (DiNapoli) violated plain-
tiff's (Futia) inalienable rights, he lost immunity (as an officer of NYS)."
Futia's legal arguments about his case are:

I- That as a "stakeholder in the NYS Common Retirement Fund...Di-
Napoli violated the plaintiff's Employer-sponsored retirement account"
by permitting the IRS to access Futia's account without a Lien. DiNapoli
"knowingly violated plaintiff's trust (account)by accepting a "Notice of
Lien," which is not a lien and was not served by a Sheriff, as required by
law. The defendant then shared the plaintiff's data and property with a third
party (IRS)."

II-Futia and all state employees' retirement accounts are not subject to
an IRS lien.

III- IRS guidelines stipulate that they can only garnish up to 15% of
a citizen's income to pay their outstanding tax debt per year. In this in-
stance, the IRS took up to 84% of Futia's pension for three years.

"When the plaintiff approached the defendant concerning the
breach, the defendant refused to talk with the plaintiff...The defendant
also directed his staff not to help and tell the plaintiff to Go Away!"

"There is no lien record in the US District Court as required by
law; nor is there a lien filed with the Westchester County Clerk,
nor is there a lien filed with the Westchester County Sheriff.

"IRS Collection Process Chapter 11 states, "Retirement and bene-
fit income is exempt from levy. "The Comptroller's website reiterates
this:

"The IRS cannot levy Employer-Sponsored Retirement Accounts."
After trying to speak to Comptroller DiNapoli concerning this mat-
ter concerning the unlawful breaching of Trust (Futia retirement ac-
count) and his refusal to address his unlawful actions, my only solution

tia

is to take the issue to the NYS Supreme Court for justice," said Futia.
"And I want my case tried here in  Westches-
ter, my home county, which is my right."

"Mr. DiNapoli allowed the IRS to try and destroy me by taking al-
most all of my retirement income for more than two years. Like many
famous American movie stars and athletes, the IRS wants to make an ex-
ample out of me. But I'm not backing down. I want my day in court."
Pete Rose, and Joe Louis are some of the more famous Americans
that the IRS went after. I'm just a regular Navy Veteran who is taking
a stand against tyranny. We should not be afraid of our government."

Futia's Federal lawsuits against the IRS have been rejected by lower
court judges and last year; the USSC refused to hear his case.

"The following New Yorkers are not required to pay a personal income
tax. All New York State police officials and officers; All New York State
village, town, city, county, and state employees, and most Citizen residents
of New York State. As a former NYS Town employee, I am not required
to pay Federal Income Tax. This is my central argument," said Futia.

So how does the government "force you" as Futia claims to waive
your fifth amendment (Miranda) rights as -you do-each time you sign and
file your tax return under oath? "There is no statute or federal law that
requires Americans to pay federal income taxes. When you file or sign
a W-4, you do so voluntarily. Only Federal employees must file and pay
federal income taxes. For the rest of us, no law requires us to do so,"

"l have submitted to the Greene County Sheriff documents and
video exhibits of IRS fraud and corruption for safekeeping and in-
vestigation in case of my death and for possible charges filed with
his department against the state comptroller," said Futia, whose or-
ganization, We The People of New York, Inc. (website: weth-
epeopleny.org), has a wealth of information on this topic online.
