poker games at various locations in New York City, East Hampton, New York,
and throughout the United States.

Thirty-one defendants were arrested in 11 states, including members and asso-
ciates of the Bonanno, Gambino, and Genovese organized crime families of La

ley, took on Giuffre’s cases pro bono, lending high visibility and credibility to her
allegations against Epstein, Ghislaine Maxwell, Prince Andrew, and others.

Governor Kathy Hochul Visits Westchester

County Exec. J enkms Crime 1s down in Westcheste1
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County Executive Ken Jenkms wzth Governor Kathy Hochul at the West-
chester County Department of Public Safety.

Westchester County continues to lead the way in public safety — with an
18 percent drop in index crime since last year. Additionally, in the County’s
two GIVE communities, Yonkers and Mount Vernon, shootings with injuries are
down 42 percent.

County Executive Ken Jenkins joined Governor Kathy Hochul to highlight
these results and to see firsthand the impact of the State’s $11.4 million in-
vestment in Westchester’s public safety infrastructure. This funding is helping
modernize law enforcement technology and equipment across the County’s
agencies. The visit included a live demonstration of cutting-edge tools and in-
novations purchased by the County’s Department of Public Safety through New
York State’s Law Enforcement Technology Grant Program.

Jenkins said: “Thank you to Governor Kathy Hochul for her leadership and
understanding that fighting crime and keeping our streets safe requires both in-
novation and investment. I’m incredibly proud of the dedicated men and women
in law enforcement who work tirelessly to protect the people of Westchester
County. As the son of a New York City Police Officer, I know firsthand the toll
this work can take — but I also know the immense pride that comes with achiev-
ing results like these. An 18 percent decrease in index crime is no small feat —
it’s a testament to your hard work, commitment, and collaboration.”

As reported by the state, police agencies in Westchester County reported an 18
percent decrease in overall crime during the first four months of 2025 compared
to the same time last year, the most current, comprehensive data available. In ad-
dition, gun violence has decreased by double-digits in Mount Vernon and Yon-
kers, the two communities in Westchester County that participate in the GIVE
initiative. Shooting incidents with injury have declined 42 percent, the number
of individuals shot has decreased 46 percent, and three fewer individuals (4 vs.
7) have been killed.

County, as well as shooting metrics reported by the Mount Vernon and Yonkers
police departments is available online.

Business County of Westchester Comments on Reports

That NY Needs More Power May Face Blackouts

The following statement is from the Business Council of Westchester’s Clean
Energy Action Coalition.”The New York Independent System Operator (NYISO)
just warned that the state’s electric grid is nearing capacity and will face black-
outs unless we “...add several thousand megawatts of new dispatchable generation
within the next ten years.”

“We narrowly avoided catastrophe in the heat wave this past June, and we are
highly vulnerable to the increasing frequency and intensity of extreme weather
events. Simultaneously, older plants are retiring faster than new projects are com-
ing online, even as demand for electricity and data keeps climbing.

“This is exactly why the Clean Energy Action Coalition (CEAC), led by the
Business Council of Westchester, was formed. We know the threat to the health
and economy of Westchester - and all of New York State.

“Transmission, solar generation, battery energy storage, and energy efficiency
are the keys. And we need to move now. We need to finish critical transmission
lines, keep clean-energy projects on schedule, and expand efficiency programs that
cut demand and lower costs.

“There is no Plan B for our energy future. Westchester has the tools and insight
to lead, with the workforce, technology and partnerships already in place. Together
with NYISO, utilities, and state leaders, we can strengthen grid reliability - before
the crisis strikes. Clean energy is the path forward. Let’s move together. Today.”

The New York Independent System Operator, (NYISO) released a statement on
October 14, warning New Yorkers about a future lack of power issue facing the
state.

“Two separate reports released this week from the New York Independent Sys-
tem Operator (NYISO) provide important insights into evolving challenges of
maintaining reliability of the high voltage electric system as consumer demand
increases and generation retires.

The NYISO’s third-quarter Short-Term Assessment of Reliability (STAR) stud-
ies electric system reliability over a five-year period from July 15, 2025, through
July 15, 2030, and identifies reliability violations in New York City and Long
Island beginning in the summer of 2026. The violations are driven by genera-
tor deactivations, increasing consumer demand, and transmission limitations. The
STAR report is final.

The 2025-2034 Comprehensive Reliability Plan (CRP), issued biennially, sets
forth the plan to maintain a reliable electric grid over a ten-year planning period.
The CRP warns that the New York State electric system faces an era of profound
reliability challenges driven by the convergence of three structural trends: the ag-
ing of the existing generation fleet; the rapid growth of large loads (e.g.: data cen-
ters and semiconductor manufacturing); and the increasing difficulty of developing
new supply resources due to public policies, supply chain constraints and rising
costs for equipment. The CRP was issued this week in draft form and is expected
to be final in November.

Both reports are issued publicly under the NYISO’s planning processes, which is
approved by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC).

“Taken together, these two reports show the grid is at a significant inflection
point,” said Zach Smith, Senior Vice President of System and Resource Planning
for the New York Independent System Operator. “Depending on future demand
growth and generator retirements, the system may need several thousand mega-
watts of new dispatchable generation within the next ten years.”

The reliability needs identified by the STAR in New York City and Long Island
are based on a deficiency in transmission security. Transmission security analysis
tests the ability of the power system to withstand disturbances, such as electric
short circuits or unanticipated loss of a generator or a transmission line, while con-
tinuing to supply and deliver electricity to consumers during peak demand when
the system is stressed.

The finding of a reliability need initiates a process administered by the NYISO
to bring reliability margins back to acceptable operating levels. The NYISO will
begin the process immediately by working with the local utilities and the market-
place to identify and evaluate possible solutions. Transmission, generation, energy
efficiency or a combination of each can qualify as solutions through the process.

Considering the unprecedented changes happening across the bulk electric sys-
tem, the CRP uses several informational scenarios to examine the impacts of key
risk factors and capture possible outcomes for grid planning purposes. Major fac-
tors that influence the scenarios include aging generation, variable demand fore-
casts, weather variability, and ongoing delays in developing additional resources.
The CRP also shows different scenarios of resource additions to demonstrate po-
tential solutions to support long-term grid reliability.

The New York Independent System Operator (NYISO) is a not-for-profit cor-
poration responsible for operating the bulk electricity grid, and administering the
competitive wholesale electricity markets.

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Senator Mayer and NY Teachers:

State Senator Shelley Mayer and New York State United Teachers, (NYSUT)
commented on the successes so far in schools across the state to the no cell
phone policy for students during the school day.

“Good news now that school has been in effect for two months. We enacted
a bell to bell cell phone ban. As you know, kids can’t have their cell phones or
internet devices from the morning bell to the night bell. And kids say its made a
difference already. Obviously, parents, teachers and schools thought it was great,
but now we have kids saying it really makes a difference.

“That’s such a great success story for the Governor and those who fought for
that,”’said Sen. Mayer, Chair of the Senate Education Committee.

NYSUT’s release states, "The best start to a school year in a decade': Educa-
tors hail early successes of distraction-free schools

Accounts from educators across New York released by NYSUT show over-
whelming support for the state's new distraction-free classroom policy that went
into effect at the start of this school year.

In an online survey sent to members at the beginning of October, educators,
aides and school staff across the state responded with stories of tangible, early
gains in focus, engagement, and school climate.

89 percent said the new policies have already improved their school environ-
ment.

76 percent reported that students are more present and participative during
lessons, strengthening both student-student and student-educator connections.

77 percent of educators said students' social interactions are considerably more
positive both in the classrooms and hallways.

From NYSUT President Melinda Person: "When students put down their
phones, they pick up books — and build friendships. This survey shows that
phone-free schools aren't just improving academic outcomes; they're rebuilding
the human connections that make school a safe and vibrant place to grow."

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Yorktown Man Pleads Guilty to 2024 Murder
15-Year Old Michael Raimondi in Somers
Sentenced to 37 Years

Westchester County District Attorney Susan Cacace announced that Fernando
Jimenez Meza, 41, of Yorktown Heights, pleaded guilty to murdering 15-year-
old Michael Raimondi at the Raimondi family household in Somers last year, in
addition to attempting to murder Raimondi’s brother and mother and committing
other, related felonies.

Judge George Fufidio accepted the guilty pleas Thursday and promised the
defendant a sentence of 25 years to life in state prison on the top charge and 12
years in state prison on the attempted murder charges, to run consecutively with
the top charge, for a total sentence of 37 years to life in state prison.

Specifically, Jimenez Meza pleaded guilty to each and every count in an indict-
ment charging him with:

» Murder in the Second Degree (A felony, 1 count)

* Attempted Murder in the Second Degree (B felony, 2 counts)

* Assault in the First Degree (B felony, 2 counts)

* Criminal Possession of a Weapon in the Second Degree (C felony, 2 counts)

* Menacing in the Second Degree (A misdemeanor, 2 counts)

The sentencing hearing is scheduled to take place on Dec. 18 before Judge
Fufidio.

DA Cacace said: “Almost one year ago to this day, the Raimondi family suf-
fered an unspeakable tragedy they will carry with them for the rest of their lives.
The defendant stole a son, brother, cousin and friend, leaving them with only the
blessing of his memory. Michael Raimondi was a beautiful soul, and the outpour-
ing of support and love from the community is a testament to his strong character
even at the young age of 15. I hope these guilty pleas and the substantial sentence
the defendant is expected to receive provide the Raimondis with a measure of
closure, and my office will be here to support them through every phase of this
process.”

On Oct. 28, 2024, following a verbal dispute at the Raimondi household,
Jimenez Meza left the home, retrieved a revolver from his car, returned to the
home and shot Christina Raimondi.

After shooting Christina, Jimenez Meza went into her sons’ bedroom and shot
her two sons — Michael, 15 years old at the time, and Matthew, 13 years old at
the time — multiple times. Michael died from his injuries.

The investigation into this incident was conducted by the New York State Po-
lice, in conjunction with the Westchester County Police Department and the Put-
nam County Sheriff’s Office. The case is being prosecuted by Division Chief
Nadine Nagler and Bureau Chief James Bavero.

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North Castle Town Board Candidate Sonny Vataj
Sued by Former Business Partner for Fraud

North Castle Town Board candidate

Woman Out of $188,000

Election 2025 in Westchester takes us
to the Town of North Castle, where two
seats are up on the North Castle Town
Board.

One of the candidates is Sonny Vataj,
| owner of Exit Realty in the Bronx. Ac-
cording to a lawsuit filed in the South-
ern District of New York, Nancy Hall is
seeking to recover $188,000 from Vitaj
stemming from a business partnership

gone wrong.

Hall is the plaintiff in the suit and Vitaj is the defendant. The lawsuit states,
“In the spring of 2018, plaintiff’s company was renting a small office space in
Defendant SONNY VATAJ’s realty office located in the Bronx. Over years in
that capacity, Defendant held himself out to be a savvy real estate broker, devel-
oper, investor, and landlord.

“On June 7, 2018, the parties agreed to enter a joint investment plan into real
estate for their mutual financial benefit. Defendant retained counsel to create
the LLC and had an operating agreement drafted between the parties. However,
upon information and belief, this agreement was never executed by the parties.

“On June 8, 2018, Plaintiff made the first agreed transfer of $100,000 into the
newly formed LLC bank account. Plaintiff made a second transfer of $100,000
on June 13, 2018. In addition, Plaintiff wrote a final payment to Defendant for
$30,000 also on June 13, 2018.

“Plaintiff made a total investment of $230,000 for the property purchase. The
strategy for investing was that Defendant would analyze listings for opportuni-
ties (preferably mixed use) that were selling under market value, and that he
would either match Plaintiff’s investment or put in more capital.

“Defendant would periodically send Plaintiff listings or have his agents send
listings he thought would be a good fit as he was the expert in this field. Howev-
er, it was Plaintiff’s understanding from Defendant’s representations that noth-
ing ever materialized, and further, he never transferred his portion of the invest-
ment into the Cache LLC account as agreed.

“Though unsigned, it was also the provision that, Plaintiff would take 80%
loss on the ultimate tax returns and Defendant would take 20%. Plaintiff filed
returns consistent with their agreement this way until 2022 when she discovered
Defendant never actually invested any of his own money.

“In the Spring of 2019, Defendant suggested the parties invest Plaintiff’s capi-
tal sitting in the Cache LLC account into a short-term hard money loan for 6
months at 8-10% interest.

“Plaintiff was reluctant and questioned this deal, but Defendant promised her
a quick turnaround of the investment and quick returns. However, Defendant
induced Plaintiff into this new short-term investment as a result of Defendant’s
misrepresentations as to the originally proposed real estate investment.

“To the hard money loan, on May 13, 2019, Defendant wrote a first check to
“Pendleton Court Apartments” for $100,000 out of Cache Realty Groups bank
account followed by a transfer of $88,500 on July 3, 2019.

“Shortly after the time period above, Plaintiff began to hear grumblings from
Defendant that there was a delay with the money coming back on time. Defen-
dant insisted Plaintiff get involved with collections calls against the debtor, in an
attempt to hide his involvement in the subject loan.

Letter to the Editor: Congressman Lawler Has Abandoned Hudson Valley
Families

Every day the shutdown continues, Hudson Valley families find themselves on
edge — worried about keeping food on the table and health insurance for their
loved ones. Instead of demonstrating leadership and bipartisanship, Congress-
man Mike Lawler has chosen to stand with President Trump, Senator Thune,
and Speaker Johnson, blocking potential solutions and telling Democrats there’s
“nothing to negotiate here” as the pain deepens in Rockland, Dutchess, Putnam,
and Westchester.

As I’ve written before, Lawler ‘goes along to get along’. He doesn’t care
whom he hurts, as long as he avoids Trump’s retribution list.

Democrats, lacking enough legislative votes and sensing a window of oppor-
tunity to protect millions of Americans, forced the issue when federal funding
ran out on October 1. We must extend ACA health care subsidies, a lifeline to
over 140,000 New Yorkers, 37,000 of them in Lawler’s district alone.

According to ABC News, Ameri-
cans like retired nurse Nancy Murphy, a diabetic who depends on ACA cover-
age for her insulin pump, are left wondering how they’ll survive if premiums
skyrocket overnight. But Lawler prefers to see $1 billion spent on the Qatari Air
Force One than provide health insurance to millions of Americans.

The man whose sales pitch states that he’s the most bipartisan member of
Congress is lying. Instead of working across the aisle to extend these subsidies
and reopen the government, Congressman Lawler has joined Republican lead-
ers whose goal is to cancel affordable health care hostage because Trump wants
to erase Obama’s accomplishments.

In the Hudson Valley, we value all of our neighbors and expect our represen-
tatives to fight for us — not to gamble with our health care or our livelihoods.
Congressman Lawler must stop hiding behind partisan talking points and stop
failing the people whom he was elected to serve, before it’s too late.

The Maria Regina contingent interacted with an
equal number of Sacred Heart students, providing a
one-on-one learning experience. They were Cirilla
Angeles, Sofia Bragaglia, Abigail Ayertey, Catalina
Cabrera de la Cruz, Danna Diaz, Lucas Gomez,
Amenze Ikemefuna, Eliana Praison, Priya Parasram,
Eliana Saltray, Madeline Reinhold, Gabriel Vitaj
and Aiden Vneshta. Helping to facilitate the session
were Sacred Heart’s Martina Vicente, teacher, and
Johanna Ford, teacher’s aide, who is also the mother
of Gabriela Ford, one of the Spanish IV students.
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“From November, 2019 and onward, Defendant continually promised that this converted investment was stuck in a delayed litigation process against the debtor to
collect on the defaulted loan.Apparently and eventually, Defendant had obtained a default judgment against the debtors in the Supreme Court of Bronx County in May,
2021 for $238,000, for a property in issue in the State of Tennessee.

“Defendant then approached Plaintiff about the need to hire a collections lawyer in Tennessee. In January, 2022, Plaintiff approached Defendant to return her money
after she suffered severe professional and personal financial hardship. In response, Defendant immediately and unexpectedly flew into a rage demanding that there be a
phone call with his attorneys, and diverted from Plaintiffs questioning his handling of her money over the years.

“Soon after Defendant’s outburst, he then demanded that Plaintiff vacate her office space which she did on February 13, 2022. In the summer of 2023, Plaintiff learned
that Defendant had made a motion to enforce the Judgment (for her money) and Plaintiff believed he was actually receiving garnishment checks thereon.

“At that time, it was clear to Plaintiff that she had been defrauded by Defendant. To date, Defendant has never repaid Plaintiff any portion of her investment as agreed
and Plaintiff suffered and continues to suffer monetary damages.

Count One-Fraudulent Inducement, Concealment and False Pretenses. At the time the above representations were made by Defendant to Plaintiff as to inter alia his
equal investment, the real property at issue, the conversion to a hard money loan, the due diligence of the Defendant and the solvency of the debtor, the Defendant was
aware that his representations were false. Plaintiff would not have given money and her later agreements had she been aware of the actual facts, actively concealed by
Defendant.

Count Two: Breach of Fiduciary Duty. Defendant’s refusal to return said funds was a breach of fiduciary duty.

Count Four: Unjust Enrichment. By unjustly retaining Plaintiff’s funds, Defendant was unjustly enriched. Defendant obtained the benefit of plaintiff’s money and did
not return said funds, though duly demanded.

County Five: Accounting. By virtue of the proposed agreement between the parties and under New York law, and by Defendant’s aforementioned wrongful acts, Plain-
tiff demands a full, unfettered and timely accounting for all transactions and/or monies collected and expended by Defendant in the transactions stated herein.

WHEREFORE, Plaintiff demands judgment against the Defendant, for actual, consequential, incidental damages and punitive damages as follows: Actual and com-
pensatory damages in excess of the sum of ONE HUNDRED EIGHTY-EIGHT THOUSAND FIVE HUNDRED DOLLARS ($188,500); Consequential damages in an
amount to be determined at trial; Punitive damages in an amount to be determined at trial but in the amount of at least $600,000.” End of suit.

We spoke to the plaintiff Nancy Hall to get an update on the lawsuit. Editor’s Note: This is not the same Nancy Hall as a Court Clerk in North Castle who shares the
same name. “We had depositions in June, and we waiting to receive the documents accounting exactly what happened to my money. This is all my money, he never de-
posited his money like he told me when we formed the company and the partnership.

“I knew Sonny for five years before investing with him. He helped me start my business. Then we formed the partnership and COVID hit. He kept saying I’'m taking
care of it and finally it got to a point when I had to ask for my money back and he got aggressive and accused me of questioning him. Then he lawyered up and I was
flabbergasted.”

Hall said that the property in question in Tennessee where the hard money loan and investment was made was only foreclosed on three months after she confronted him
and asked for her money back. “He handled all of this deal. He signed the check from our LLC but never signed the operating agreement. He was a pillar in the Bronx
and I trusted this guy. I never dreamed I had to worry. But I needed my $188,000 back. I wasn’t in a position to lose that kind of money. I have been generous to Sonny
over the years, as a thank you for his help with my business. I hoped that he would have some type of compassion for me. But he didn’t give a crap and took the money.
“We asked Hall her opinion on whether Sonny should serve on the North Castle Town Board. “I don’t think he should be running for anything. After being his friend for
years and compensating him for his help with my business, now I think he is an unscrupulous person. He holds himself up to be a pillar in the community. I feel like I was
taken advantage of. I looked up to him as a mentor. I was generous and respectful to him. I didn’t deserve this.It’s been years and I haven’t seen a nickel. And then I find
out that he had collected $45,000 from the judgement without so much as a phone call to me. I haven’t spoken to Sonny since he kicked me out of his office. He’s not a
good person. It turns out that there were other debtors on the property that were first lienholders, and he acted like getting a personal guarantee from these people would
secure the loan. In fact, these people did not have the net worth to secure this type of loan and were not savvy developers as he described. Which led to the property being
overleveraged and turning out badly for me.”

Vataj and Michael Akavan are the two democrats running for Town Council. Town Councilwoman Barbara DiGiacinto and Mel Orellana are the republican candidates.
Democrat Supervisor Joe Rendi is running unopposed.

gation funding, and reopened Playland for the 2025 season.

Yorktown. Kevin Byrnes. Byrnes, the republican chair of the Yorktown GOP and a retired NYPD sergeant, is making his first run for office. Here is his bio from his website.

“The son of an FDNY firefighter, Kevin and his family moved from Brooklyn to Westchester when he was aged 12. Kevin spent most of the following 48 years living in Westchester, in
Pleasantville and in Yorktown. Kevin is married with four adult children. He and his wife moved to Yorktown in 2001 and raised their family, putting their children through Lakeland schools.
Kevin has been active in his community for decades. He is currently in his third term as Chairman of the Yorktown Republican Town Committee, is co-chair of the Yorktown Community
Emergency Response Team (CERT), and served two terms on the Yorktown Conservation Board. Kevin and his family are known locally for their public service. Kevin has proudly served
as a Boy Scout leader since 2006, and his wife, Patricia, has served as a Girl Scout leader since 2010. Their sons, Brendan and Kevin 111, each earned the Eagle Scout rank (Brendan currently
serves in the US Army), and their daughter, Kaitlin, earned the Girl Scout Gold Award. Both Kevin and Patricia still serve the Boy Scouts and Girl Scouts long after their children aged out
of Scouts. Kevin also served as an assistant coach for his daughter’s Shrub Oak Athletic Club basketball team, played bagpipes with the Yorktown Irish Pipes and Drums, is a member of the
Yorktown Elks Lodge 2324, and has volunteered with United for the Troops since its inception in 2007. Even Kevin’s mother, Anne, is known for her public service. After her husband (and
Kevin’s father), Kevin Sr., died from an illness sustained as a result of the rescue and recovery efforts, Anne served a vital role in having Westchester County’s 9/11 memorial, “The Rising,”
include those Westchester residents who died of 9/11 illnesses.”

Byrnes is challenging Democrat Legislator Colin Smith. Byrnes hopes to ride the wave of expected Republican victories in the Town of Yorktown, but will have to deal with Democratic
turnout in Peekskill.

District 4-Perhaps the strongest republican challenge comes in District 4, which includes Somers, Yorktown, Ossissing, and New Castle. The problem for Republicans is that their candi-
date, Kevin O’Keefe, is running against the Chair of the BOL, Vedat Gashi. O’Keefe’s website states, “Kevin O’Keefe is a proud American, former U.S. Marine, and dedicated advocate for
working-class families. With a deep commitment to affordability, he will fight to lower Westchester County’s sales tax. A staunch supporter of labor unions, he believes in protecting work-
ers’ rights and ensuring they have a seat at the table in today’s economy. Concerned about the environmental and community impact of unchecked lithium battery facilities, he is taking a
stand against corporate overreach, prioritizing responsible development and local interests. With a no-nonsense, results-driven approach, Kevin is ready to bring common sense leadership to
Westchester County District 4 and will put the needs of his constituents first.” Recently, O’Keefe was very involved in the effort to stop a large battery storage facility from being built on the
Westchester-Putnam border, near O’Keefe’s Somers home. O’Keefe should be able to tap into the Facebook group “Stop LITHIUM Battery Storage Systems in Westchester/Putnam, NY!”

BOL Chair Gashi has been campaigning actively in the District.

There are two open seats on the BOL on Nov. 4, with Legislator Catherine Parker, Dist. 7 (Rye, Mamaroneck, Larchmont), and Ben Boykin, Dist. 5 (Scarsdale, White Plains, Harrison),
are term-limited from running again. In District 7, Republican Kurt van Kuller is running against Democrat Anant Ambiar. Van Kuller’s website reads, “Longtime Rye homeowner. Raised
two sons through the Rye public schools. Married 37 years to Diana, a member of the Screen Actors Guild. Homeowner near Rye Town Park. Native to NYC and Westchester.

“Leading Municipal Finance Expert: Legendary 47-year career in Public Finance on Wall Street. Nationally known in the municipal bond market; author of the leading textbook. Managed
credit approvals for municipal loans and banking at one of the world’s largest banks. Managed departments of professionals, including as head of the top Municipal Credit Research team at
the largest Wall Street brokerage and investment banking firm.”

In the 5th District, democrat Jenn Puja is running against republican Frank Schanne. Puja serves as Executive Director of the Westchester/Putnam Central Labor Body AFL-CIO, and is a
member of the White Plains Common Council. We could find no information on Schanne.

In District 2, Legislator Erika Pierce is being challenged by Republican Braille Diaz. The 2nd District encompasses Bedford, Lewisboro, Mount Kisco, North Salem, Pound Ridge, and
Somers. Diaz is also running an active campaign, highlighting his service in the Mount Kisco Fire Department and the Mount Kisco Ethics Board. Diaz has also spoken out against the No
Kings Protests and the disrespectful responses by some to the Charlie Kirk shooting.

“We must condemn in the strongest possible terms those on the left who are openly celebrating Charlie Kirk’s death on social media and in public forums. To revel in the murder of a fel-
low American is abhorrent, inhuman, and incompatible with the values of any civilized society. Violence must never be excused, justified, or glorified.

“The assassination of Charlie Kirk is a national tragedy. The disgraceful reactions from certain media outlets, elected officials, and segments of the left only deepen the wound inflicted on
our country. America must reject this descent into hatred and reaffirm that radical leftist political violence and the celebration of death have no place in our Republic.”

In District 9-Cortlandt, Ossining, Croton, Briarcliff, Buchanan, democrat Emiljana Ulaj is being challenged by republican Laurie Ryan. The two faced off in 2023.

“I want to lower your taxes, reduce your energy costs, spend wisely, keep your roads and bridges maintained, protect our waterfronts, support our kids, veterans, surviving spouses, do-
mestic abuse victims, and animals. What have I listed that you are against?? I am a retired public high school teacher of 36 years. My husband and I are both proud union members, and we
have been on our union negotiating teams for decades. I am not in favor of shutting down NYSED, nor am I fond of school choice. I don’t know what you are talking about when you say
I want to take away your affordable healthcare. You are a union member and should have great healthcare. If you are referring to the ACA, it is far from affordable and needs to be redone.

“I believe that very left Democrats will not vote for me no matter what, I know this, and that’s ok. This message is to the moderate Democrats (and everyone else). I ask you not to vote
Democrat just because you’re a democrat.”

Westchester Republicans should be able to maintain control in three Towns. In Eastchester, Supervisor Tony Colavita is running unopposed. He is one of the most popular Republicans in
Westchester County, and he is the name Republicans tell us they want to see run for higher office. Republican Town Councilmembers Luigi Marcoccia and Theresa Nicholson are also run-
ning unopposed. In Yorktown, Republicans -Supervisor Ed Lachterman, and Councilmembers Sergio Esposito and Luciana Haughwout are all running for reelection.

In Harrison, republican Tom Scappaticci is running for Mayor-Supervisor against Democrat Mark Jaffe and Conservative Mary Malara.

Ray Colasacco, R; Dorothy Angarano, C; and Democrats Elizabeth Brown and Linda Evangelista are running for two seats on the Town Board.

In Mt. Pleasant, Republican Supervisor Carl Fulgenzi is running unopposed. Republicans James Gedris and Thomas Sialiano are running for Town Council against Democrat-Taxpayers
for Accountability candidate Joseph Bonnano. In North Castle, Democrat Supervisor Joseph Rende is running unopposed. Republican Councilwoman Barbara DiGiacinto and Mel Orellana
are running for Town Council against Democrats Michael Akavan and Sonny Vataj.

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and reduce the chance that other girls would have to go through what she went through. It’s a portrait of pain and tragedy, but also a case of how a single person
brought down Epstein and Maxwell. -“If it weren’t for Virginia, Epstein and Maxwell would still be engaged in sex trafficking,”

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poker games (most commonly, Texas Hold ’em) in the Eastern District of New York and across the United States. Co-conspirators in the Scheme included game
organizers, who arranged for unwitting victims to play in underground illegal poker games that were secretly rigged; suppliers of the rigged cheating technology;
former professional athletes, who were enlisted as “Face Cards” in the Scheme to entice the victims’ participation in the games; cheating teams who worked together
using the cheating technology to defraud the victims; money launderers; and members and associates of the Bonanno, Gambino, and Genovese organized crime
families of LCN, who backed games in the New York area and took a percentage of the crime proceeds from those games.

LCN members and associates had a foothold in the rigged poker scheme because they had preexisting control over “straight” (i.e., non-rigged) illegal poker
games in New York City, where some of the rigged poker games also occurred: one that was hosted principally at Lexington Avenue in Manhattan, that was on
record with the Bonanno family (the “Lexington Avenue Game”); and a second that was hosted principally at Washington Place in Manhattan, that was on record
with the Gambino family (the “Washington Place Game”). As part of the schemes, some of the charged defendants and other co-conspirators also committed acts
of violence, including the robbery and extortion charged in the indictment.

In a typical legitimate poker game, a dealer uses a shuffling machine to shuffle the cards randomly before dealing them to all the players in a particular order. As
set forth in the indictment, the rigged games used altered shuffling machines that contained hidden technology allowing the machines to read all the cards in the
deck. Because the cards were always dealt in a particular order to the players at the table, the machines could determine which player would have the winning hand.

This information was transmitted to an off-site member of the conspiracy, who then transmitted it via cellphone back to a member of the conspiracy playing at the
table, referred to as the “Quarterback™ or “Driver.” The Quarterback then secretly signaled this information (usually by prearranged signals like touching certain
chips or other items on the table) to other co-conspirators playing at the table, who were also participants in the Scheme.

Collectively, the Quarterback and other players in on the Scheme (i.e., the cheating team) used this information to win poker games against unwitting victims, who
sometimes lost tens or hundreds of thousands of dollars at a time. The defendants used other cheating technology as well, such as a chip tray analyzer (essentially,
a poker chip tray that also secretly read all cards using hidden cameras), an X-ray table that could read cards face down on the table, and special contact lenses or
eyeglasses that could read pre-marked cards.

The defendants and their co-conspirators bet accordingly to ensure that the unsuspecting victims lost money. Through the rigged poker schemes, the defendants
caused losses to victims of at least $7 million.

As alleged in the indictment, the Bonanno, Genovese, and Gambino organized crime families of LCN backed the Lexington Avenue Game and the Washington
Place Game and received a portion of the criminal proceeds from both the “straight” illegal poker games and rigged games run by the organizers of those games.
In particular, Becher, Zhen Hu, and Trustman—the organizers of the Lexington Avenue Game—were required to make payments to defendants Thomas Gelardo of
the Bonanno family for the games (rigged or “straight”) that they operated.

The defendant LOUIS APICELLA, also known as “Lou Ap,” was a resident of New Rochelle, New York, an associate of the Gambino Crime Family of La Cosa
Nostra (the “Gambino Crime Family”), and a member of the Cheating Teams.

The defendant THOMAS GELARDO, also known as “Juice,” was a resident of Scarsdale, New York, an associate of the Bonanno Crime Family, and later an
associate of the Genovese Crime Family.

On numerous occasions, certain defendants and their co-conspirators invited the Victims, who were often wealthy, to Rigged Games. To attract the Victims, in
some instances, well-known former professional athletes participated in the Rigged Poker Scheme and were referred to as “Face Cards.” The Face Cards were
members of the Cheating Teams and received a portion of the criminal proceeds in exchange for their participation in the Scheme.

The defendants CHAUNCEY BILLUPS and DAMON JONES, both of whom are former professional basketball players, were Face Cards and members of the
Cheating Teams.

As another example, in or around June and July 2023, several of the defendants participated in Rigged Games at the Lexington Avenue Game, where they defraud-
ed John Doe #1 of approximately $1.8 million using a Rigged Shuffling Machine supplied by the defendants. The defendants, including THOMAS GELARDO,
received a portion of the criminal proceeds from games involving John Doe #1 on behalf of the Bonanno, Gambino, and Genovese Crime Families.

On several occasions, the defendants, including Gelardo, and their co-conspirators used threats of force and violence to secure the repayment of debts from illegal
poker games. In or about and between November 2022 and February 2023, the defendants conspired to and did extort John Doe #5, an individual whose identity is
known to the Grand Jury, to secure the repayment of debt from illegal poker games.

Both Gelardo and Apicella are charged with money laundering, extortion, operation of an illegal gambling business, and wire fraud.

One of the better podcasts on YouTube about Organized Crime in the tri-state area is The Sitdown with Jeff Nadu. Jeff recently posted on X-Twitter about Gelardo,
including:

“One of the mobsters arrested yesterday in a wild scheme involving poker games and NBA coaches has issues. And I think one of the problems that I noticed with
some of the defendants in this case, I believe, led to not only investigations into them, but made it pretty easy for the feds to see what was going on here. Generally,
in fed cases, they begin with a certain informant or a tip. Then they look through the bank accounts of these individuals. I talked to someone with intimate knowledge
of this case who is in the life. And he told me — this was his quote — f*&%3$ Tommy bought all these cars. And essentially, Thomas Gelardo was acting ostenta-
tiously, buying a bunch of stuff and flaunting his wealth.

“Now, according to information that I have, it’s been uncovered that Mr. Gelardo has multiple bank accounts, one of which has at least $500,000 in it, and Mr.
Gelardo has no source of legitimate income. Throw in the fact that he purchased a Lamborghini SUV with a down payment of over $100,000, which he also makes
$5,000 monthly payments for that vehicle. Now, this is not the only luxury vehicle that Mr. Gallardo owns. He also has a G-Wagon, which is a nearly $200,000 car,
and he does not have a job. This is how the feds put this stuff together.

“They look at these defendants. They say to themselves, how does this person have all this stuff? But he doesn’t have a job. Now, this is not the first time Mr.
Gerardo has been involved with the police and or the feds.

“At one point, about ten years ago, he was dating a woman called Trista Guyer, who was in Playboy and Hustler. And Mr. Gelardo couldn’t take the hint and was
jailed for repeatedly violating a restraining order that Miss Guyer took out against him in one day, calling her over 60 times. Now, he was arrested in 2013 for al-
legedly assaulting Miss Guyer.

“Due to some of his wild behavior, it’s been discussed that Thomas Gelardo has been chased from New York, which essentially means that no mob family will
deal with him, including the Bonanno crime family, who at one point were dealing with him. Last I heard, Tommy was down in Florida doing some things,” said
Jeff Nadu, https://x.com/JeffNadu/status/1981769035038830714.

Good reporting on Apicella can be found on Talk of the Sound and Editor Robert Cox. Cox has reported on Apicella on several occasions over the past ten years
and writes,

“Apicella’s alleged role in the Scheme comes amid a history of legal troubles dating back more than a decade, including drug possession, theft, time theft from
his former employer, the New Rochelle Board of Education, and a 2023 guilty plea for disorderly conduct after attempting to run over journalist Robert Cox with
his vehicle.

“In a detention letter submitted October 23, 2025, to US District Judge Ramon E. Reyes Jr. ahead of the defendants’ arraignments, the US Attorney’s Office for
the Eastern District of New York requested that Apicella be detained pending trial, citing the serious nature of the charges, strong evidence of guilt, and the risk of
obstruction by organized crime associates.

“The proof in the case includes, among other things, (1) witness testimony; (2) text messages, photographs, videos, audio recordings, and other materials recov-
ered from cellular telephones and iCloud accounts of the defendants and their co-conspirators; and (3) financial records,” the letter stated.

“Apicella faces charges including conspiracy to commit wire fraud, operation of an illegal gambling business, and related counts under federal statutes such as 18
U.S.C. §§ 1349, 1955(a), and others, carrying potential penalties of up to 20 years in prison.

“Apicella’s prior record includes a November 19, 2021, arrest by New Rochelle Police for disorderly conduct and petit larceny after allegedly stealing steaks
worth under $150 from a ShopRite butcher shop.

“Apicella’s criminal history also includes a May 30, 2018, arrest by New York State Police during a traffic stop on I-95 in New Rochelle as part of the “Buckle Up
New York” campaign. Officers found 46.3 grams of marijuana and a 500 ml bottle of concentrated cannabis oil strewn about his vehicle, charging him with fifth-
degree criminal possession of marijuana, a Class B misdemeanor, and seventh-degree criminal possession of a controlled substance, a Class A misdemeanor, plus a
seat belt violation,” writes Cox, who was subjected to Apicella’s threats and attempts to harm him. https://talkofthesound.com/2025/10/23/gambino-mob-associate-

US Attorney Joseph Nocella, Jr said, “As alleged, members and associates of organized crime families fixed illegal poker games as part of a highly sophisticated
and lucrative fraud scheme to cheat victims out of millions of dollars and conspired with others to perpetrate their frauds,” stated United States Attorney Nocella.
“Well-known former NBA players and former professional athletes acted as ‘Face Cards’ to lure unsuspecting victims to high-stakes poker games, where they were
then at the mercy of concealed technology, including rigged shuffling machines and specially designed contact lenses and sunglasses to read the backs of playing
cards, which ensured that the victims would lose big. Today’s indictment and arrests sound the final buzzer for these cheaters.”

“Over 30 people were arrested and charged for their alleged roles in criminal schemes to rig illegal poker games to win large amounts of money. These individu-
als used technology and deceit to scam innocent victims out of millions of dollars — eventually funneling money to La Casa Nostra and enriching one of the most
notorious criminal networks in the world,” stated FBI Director Kash Patel.

Westchester District Attorney Susan Cacace kicked off her inaugural Civilian
Hero Awards by honoring a father and daughter who simply stood up and did the
right thing.

Armando and Shayla Gramajo were recognized for the heroic actions they took
in May of 2024 to save a woman who was being attacked by her husband. Ar-
mando’s quick thinking and bravery enabled him to stop the attack and call for his
daughter Shayla — a physician assistant student at the time — to administer aid.

This remarkable act of selflessness and courage allowed the victim, who joined
Cacace and her two protectors at the press conference, to live.

Carlos Obed-Tovar was in the middle of a violent rage. He was stabbing his
wife to death in White Plains when Armando stepped forward to stop the attack,
and Shayla made a makeshift tourniquet to stop the bleeding until emergency aid
' could arrive.

“She survived that day because two strangers, knowing nothing of the dispute
at hand, did something no one asked them to do. They did something that placed
them in the way of a knife-wielding assailant. They intervened and saved her life,”
said Cacace.

Armando Gramajo is a Guatemalan-born bus driver who served in the Army.
When he heard the woman’s cry for help he commanded Obed-Tovar to stop and
