Yonkers City Clerk Vincent “Vinny” Spano announced today that after nearly
a year of battling Stage 4 colon and liver cancer, his oncologist has confirmed
there is no evidence of disease.

Spano’s fight has been intense and relentless. Since his diagnosis in Novem-
ber 2024, he has endured multiple liver surgeries, colon surgery, months of
chemotherapy, and hepatic artery infusion treatments all while continuing to
fulfill his duties as City Clerk.

“I just got the call no one fighting cancer ever forgets, there’s nothing left
to treat,” said Spano. “The fight was exhausting, painful, and terrifying. But I
never gave up. My wife Jaime and my sons, Vincent and Nico, carried me when
I couldn’t stand, gave me strength when [ had none left, and held me up through
every dark night. Their love and faith kept me alive and focused every single
day.”

Despite the grueling treatment, Spano remained active in his role as City
Clerk, leading efforts to modernize the office, expand public access to city ser-
vices, and continue serving the residents of Yonkers with dedication.

“The people of Yonkers reminded me why I fight,” Spano added. “I am end-
lessly grateful to my family, my friends, and the countless people from this

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Business County of Westchester Comments on Reports

That NY Needs More Power May Face Blackouts

The following statement is from the Business Council of Westchester’s Clean
Energy Action Coalition.”The New York Independent System Operator (NYISO)
just warned that the state’s electric grid is nearing capacity and will face black-
outs unless we “...add several thousand megawatts of new dispatchable generation
within the next ten years.”

“We narrowly avoided catastrophe in the heat wave this past June, and we are
highly vulnerable to the increasing frequency and intensity of extreme weather
events. Simultaneously, older plants are retiring faster than new projects are com-
ing online, even as demand for electricity and data keeps climbing.

“This is exactly why the Clean Energy Action Coalition (CEAC), led by the
Business Council of Westchester, was formed. We know the threat to the health
and economy of Westchester - and all of New York State.

“Transmission, solar generation, battery energy storage, and energy efficiency
are the keys. And we need to move now. We need to finish critical transmission
lines, keep clean-energy projects on schedule, and expand efficiency programs that
cut demand and lower costs.

“There is no Plan B for our energy future. Westchester has the tools and insight
to lead, with the workforce, technology and partnerships already in place. Together
with NYISO, utilities, and state leaders, we can strengthen grid reliability - before
the crisis strikes. Clean energy is the path forward. Let’s move together. Today.”

The New York Independent System Operator, (NYISO) released a statement on
October 14, warning New Yorkers about a future lack of power issue facing the
state.

“Two separate reports released this week from the New York Independent Sys-
tem Operator (NYISO) provide important insights into evolving challenges of
maintaining reliability of the high voltage electric system as consumer demand
increases and generation retires.

The NYISO’s third-quarter Short-Term Assessment of Reliability (STAR) stud-
ies electric system reliability over a five-year period from July 15, 2025, through
July 15, 2030, and identifies reliability violations in New York City and Long
Island beginning in the summer of 2026. The violations are driven by genera-
tor deactivations, increasing consumer demand, and transmission limitations. The
STAR report is final.

The 2025-2034 Comprehensive Reliability Plan (CRP), issued biennially, sets
forth the plan to maintain a reliable electric grid over a ten-year planning period.
The CRP warns that the New York State electric system faces an era of profound
reliability challenges driven by the convergence of three structural trends: the ag-
ing of the existing generation fleet; the rapid growth of large loads (e.g.: data cen-
ters and semiconductor manufacturing); and the increasing difficulty of developing
new supply resources due to public policies, supply chain constraints and rising
costs for equipment. The CRP was issued this week in draft form and is expected
to be final in November.

Both reports are issued publicly under the NYISO’s planning processes, which is
approved by the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC).

“Taken together, these two reports show the grid is at a significant inflection
point,” said Zach Smith, Senior Vice President of System and Resource Planning
for the New York Independent System Operator. “Depending on future demand
growth and generator retirements, the system may need several thousand mega-
watts of new dispatchable generation within the next ten years.”

The reliability needs identified by the STAR in New York City and Long Island
are based on a deficiency in transmission security. Transmission security analysis
tests the ability of the power system to withstand disturbances, such as electric
short circuits or unanticipated loss of a generator or a transmission line, while con-
tinuing to supply and deliver electricity to consumers during peak demand when
the system is stressed.

The finding of a reliability need initiates a process administered by the NYISO
to bring reliability margins back to acceptable operating levels. The NYISO will
begin the process immediately by working with the local utilities and the market-
place to identify and evaluate possible solutions. Transmission, generation, energy
efficiency or a combination of each can qualify as solutions through the process.

Considering the unprecedented changes happening across the bulk electric sys-
tem, the CRP uses several informational scenarios to examine the impacts of key
risk factors and capture possible outcomes for grid planning purposes. Major fac-
tors that influence the scenarios include aging generation, variable demand fore-
casts, weather variability, and ongoing delays in developing additional resources.
The CRP also shows different scenarios of resource additions to demonstrate po-
tential solutions to support long-term grid reliability.

The New York Independent System Operator (NYISO) is a not-for-profit cor-
poration responsible for operating the bulk electricity grid, and administering the
competitive wholesale electricity markets.

NYSUT’s release states, 'The best start to a school year in a decade': Educa-
tors hail early successes of distraction-free schools

Accounts from educators across New York released by NYSUT show over-
whelming support for the state's new distraction-free classroom policy that went
into effect at the start of this school year.

In an online survey sent to members at the beginning of October, educators,
aides and school staff across the state responded with stories of tangible, early
gains in focus, engagement, and school climate.

89 percent said the new policies have already improved their school environ-
ment.

76 percent reported that students are more present and participative during
lessons, strengthening both student-student and student-educator connections.

77 percent of educators said students' social interactions are considerably more
positive both in the classrooms and hallways.

From NYSUT President Melinda Person: "When students put down their
phones, they pick up books — and build friendships. This survey shows that
phone-free schools aren't just improving academic outcomes; they're rebuilding
the human connections that make school a safe and vibrant place to grow."

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Public Records Offer a Glimpse Into Council
Candidate Anthony Solieri’s Financial Past

As I reviewed public filings in the Westchester County Clerk’s online data-
base this week, I found a trail of civil cases involving Anthony Solieri, repub-
lican candidate for Yonkers City Council in the 4th District. The documents
span more than a decade and range from mortgage disputes to judgments. Each
tells a small part of the story of how one local figure has navigated his personal
finances.

The earliest record dates to 2011, when JPMorgan Chase Bank filed a fore-
closure action on 93 Glover Avenue. In 2018, Ford Motor Credit Company ob-
tained a $2,747 against Anthony Solieri.

Another case, initiated by E*Trade Bank in 2015, remains active. Court pa-
pers filed this May show a referee’s report citing roughly $127,000 owed as
of late 2024 and recommending that the property be sold as a single parcel. A
separate 2020 lawsuit, Anthony Solieri v. Carolyn Solieri et al., reflects an ongo-
ing family real-estate dispute.

These filings are all public record; anyone can review them through the coun-
ty’s website. Civil cases such as these can reveal how individuals handle fi-
nancial stress and legal complexity. Does this all mirror how he would manage
fiscal challenges as a public official?

As Yonkers heads toward another election season, transparency matters. My
review of these documents is part of a broader effort to give voters verifiable
information, drawn from official sources, so they can decide which candidates
demonstrate the steadiness and responsibility needed to guide the city’s finances.

So, we’re approaching the November election, and it’s time to get real about the
issues that really matter to us - you know, the important stuff: our wallets, families,
and community. For too long, property taxes have been a burden, affordability has
been out of reach, and utility bills have been skyrocketing. Meanwhile, grocery
prices continue to climb, squeezing our budgets to the limit. But hey, who needs
food when you can have a fancy new skyscraper, right?

But seriously, there’s a particular group that’s feeling the pinch especially hard:
our senior citizens. Living on a fixed income, they’re struggling to keep up with
the ever-increasing costs of living in Yonkers. And to add insult to injury, the maxi-
mum income requirement for senior citizens getting a 50% tax break is a laugh-
able $50,000. Yes, you read that right - $50,000. For a husband and wife to get the
full 50% off property taxes, they need to make $50,000 or less on their combined
social security income. And if by chance they are on social security disability, it
doesn’t matter, you’re not exempt.

Are you kidding me? With the cost of living in Westchester County, that’s not
even enough to cover the basics. And let’s not forget that Social Security benefits
aren’t even indexed to keep pace with inflation. The yearly COLA adjustment is
a joke, and our senior citizens are left to suffer the consequences. It’s time for our
city representatives to step up and do something about it. Raising the maximum
income requirement for senior citizens to receive a full 50% tax breaks to at least
$75,000 would be a good start. In fact, the city should consider expanding eligibil-
ity for property tax exemptions for seniors.

Currently, the Senior Citizen Homeowners’ Exemption can provide up to a 50%
reduction in property taxes, but the income limits are too restrictive. By excluding
Social Security income from the adjusted gross income calculation, we can pro-
vide substantial relief to seniors on fixed incomes. So, what can you do? Get out
and vote: Every vote matters, and every voice deserves to be heard.

Don’t let the couch potatoes win this one! Know the issues: Stay informed about
the key challenges facing our city and the candidates’ positions on these issues. It’s
time to get your geek on! Make your voice heard: Share your concerns with your
neighbors, friends, and family. Encourage them to participate in the election and
make a difference. Let’s make some noise, folks!

Let’s take back our city and demand better from our representatives. We are the
backbone of Yonkers, and it’s time our voices are heard loud and clear. Mark your
calendars, get out to vote, and let’s make a change. It’s time to put the ‘Yonk’ in
Yonkers and make our voices heard!

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On This Day in Yonkers History...

Monday, November 3rd

November 3, 1936: Alderman Harry Towner almost lost his vote! After walk-
ing into his local Third Ward district and signing the register, he chatted with
election inspectors and left. After walking half a block, he realized he hadn’t
voted, so rushed back. After he was told it was late, he argued to no avail. As
he was about to give up, another gentleman returned, admitting he had absent-
mindedly left after signing the voting register. The two men changed the mind of
the election inspector. He told them to vote, and “make it snappy!” They did.

November 3, 1943: Colonel James Hayes, Chairman of the Blair Shipyard
Board of Directors, told Corporation Counsel Bleakley the Federal Government
would use the Second War Powers Act to take over the City Recreation Pier for
use of its company. The firm wanted to bring additional ships to Yonkers to
repair and convert them for military use. Bleakley’s interpretation of existing
law required either special state legislation or Navy requisition for the pier to be
leased.

Tuesday, November 4th

November 4, 1943: The American Dietaids Company, 176 South Broadway,
was charged with disseminating false advertisements about nutritional and thera-
peutic values of their products. The FTC issued a complaint against: Enrich,
Stamins, Souplets, Ritamine, Joyana, Sorbex, Vitalets, Tam and Nyce Special
Soaps and Creams. The FTC claimed when advertising their products, the ben-
efits were exaggerated. For example, Enrich, which had some therapeutic worth,
treated “uncomplicated iron deficiency and could not increase red blood cells,
build strong nerves or help the organs to function properly.”

November 4, 1947: Yonkers was designated a NYS center for high school
equivalency tests! Schools Superintendent Benjamin Willis announced we
would serve “citizens of Yonkers and others nearby in the county.” The tests
were designed for educationally mature veterans, servicemen and nonveteran
adults who lacked the opportunity to complete formal high school requirements
and did not graduate.

Testing would begin later in the month under the direction of Yonkers Schools
Guidance Director Dr. Robert Carey

Wednesday, November 5th

November 5, 1921: The Yonkers Statesman and News began the “full leased-
wire news service of the Associated Press. The expected delivery of approxi-
mately 17,000 words every day would be delivered by the automatic telegraph
Morkrum printer at the speed of 60 wpm. After typing ten words, the paper
automatically moved up to begin a new line. The news was transmitted from the

Letter to the Editor: Congressman Lawler Has Abandoned Hudson Valley
Families

Every day the shutdown continues, Hudson Valley families find themselves on
edge — worried about keeping food on the table and health insurance for their
loved ones. Instead of demonstrating leadership and bipartisanship, Congress-
man Mike Lawler has chosen to stand with President Trump, Senator Thune,
and Speaker Johnson, blocking potential solutions and telling Democrats there’s
“nothing to negotiate here” as the pain deepens in Rockland, Dutchess, Putnam,
and Westchester.

As I’ve written before, Lawler ‘goes along to get along’. He doesn’t care
whom he hurts, as long as he avoids Trump’s retribution list.

Democrats, lacking enough legislative votes and sensing a window of oppor-
tunity to protect millions of Americans, forced the issue when federal funding
ran out on October 1. We must extend ACA health care subsidies, a lifeline to
over 140,000 New Yorkers, 37,000 of them in Lawler’s district alone.

According to ABC News, Ameri-
cans like retired nurse Nancy Murphy, a diabetic who depends on ACA cover-
age for her insulin pump, are left wondering how they’ll survive if premiums
skyrocket overnight. But Lawler prefers to see $1 billion spent on the Qatari Air
Force One than provide health insurance to millions of Americans.

The man whose sales pitch states that he’s the most bipartisan member of
Congress is lying. Instead of working across the aisle to extend these subsidies
and reopen the government, Congressman Lawler has joined Republican lead-
ers whose goal is to cancel affordable health care hostage because Trump wants
to erase Obama’s accomplishments.

In the Hudson Valley, we value all of our neighbors and expect our represen-
tatives to fight for us — not to gamble with our health care or our livelihoods.
Congressman Lawler must stop hiding behind partisan talking points and stop
failing the people whom he was elected to serve, before it’s too late.

Joseph Nocella, US Attorney for the Eastern District of New York, unsealed an
indictment last week charging 31 defendants in criminal schemes to rig illegal
poker games at various locations in New York City, East Hampton, New York,
and throughout the United States.

Thirty-one defendants were arrested in 11 states, including members and asso-
ciates of the Bonanno, Gambino, and Genovese organized crime families of La
Cosa Nostra (LCN); Chauncey Billups, head coach of the Portland Trail Blazers
of the National Basketball Association (NBA); and Damon Jones, also known
as “Dee,” a former NBA player with the Cleveland Cavaliers and Miami Heat.

Among the 31 men arrested were Lou Apicella, 50, aka “Lou Ap,” of New
Rochelle, and Thomas Gelardo, 42, aka “Juice,” of Scarsdale.

As alleged in the indictment, beginning as early as 2019, the defendants en-
gaged in a series of schemes to use wireless cheating technology to rig illegal

Friday, November 7th

November 7, 1905: Mrs. J. N. Cuneo, one of the foremost women drivers in the
country, gave an exhibition of driving skills during a two one-mile races at Empire
City Park. During both races, she broke the one-mile record for women of 1:22, a
record she held! After the event, her new record for women was 1:15!

November 7, 1933: Alderman Cy Barker came very close to not being elected.
A certain family with ten registered Republicans and very loyal to Barker had not
shown up to vote. Dad Oscar Barker was worried and asked Cy several times why
they had not arrived at the voting booth. Cy said not to worry, he would be fine
twenty minutes before the polls close, they younger Barker
agreed and sent a couple of cars to the family who had not shown. All ten voters
arrived at the poll with just five minutes to spare. As it turned out, Cy Barker did
need those ten votes; he was elected Alderman by just one vote!

Saturday, November 8th

November 8, 1933: William Raymond Gill, Communist candidate for
Mayor, was stabbed by a friend he was entertaining at his home at 22 Carlisle
Place. Gill, who required three stitches in his hand and was not hurt seriously,
was treated at St. John’s Hospital. Gill, the first African American to run for Yon-
kers Mayor, refused to file a complaint against assailant George Kelly of Orchard
Street.

November 8, 1936: Yonkers announced it would cost $17 to register each voter
for the special election on the City Manager plan of government to be held No-
vember 19th.

Sunday, November 9th

November 9, 1913: Yonkers YWCA members took part in a pageant presented
in the 71st Regiment armory. The audience of 4,000 people included President
Woodrow Wilson’s daughter and her fiancé, Francis B. Sayre.

November 9, 1942: Dozens of people protested to the Herald Statesman over
Mayor Barnes proclamation recommending flags be flown half-mast on Armistice
Day. The Flag Etiquette Code state flags should fly at the top of the mast on Ar-
mistice Day!

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Yonkers Girls Varsity Swim Team
Captures Second Straight League Championship

On Saturday, October 25, the Yonkers Girls Varsity Swim Team made history
once again at the Mark Twain Pool, capturing back-to-back League Champion-
ships. The team narrowly outpaced Lakeland High School by just 18 points — the
same team that handed Yonkers its only loss during the dual meet season.

Last year, Yonkers claimed the district’s first-ever league title, and this year’s
victory solidifies the program’s growing legacy.

Leading the way for Yonkers was junior Sara Bowden (YMA), who delivered a
record-breaking performance in the 100-yard breaststroke with a time of 1:15.24,
setting a new Yonkers team record. Bowden also earned a bronze medal in the 200-
yard Individual Medley, finishing in 2:29.27 — a personal best.

Bowden reflected on her achievement, saying, “Breaking this record felt amaz-
ing, but I couldn’t have done it without my coaches, teammates, and everyone
who’s supported me. It’s proof that hard work and consistency really do pay off.”

She continued to shine in the relays, anchoring the winning 200-yard freestyle
relay alongside teammates Monica George (YMA), Caroline Lopez (LHS), and her
younger sister Leah Bowden (YMA), clocking a time of 1:57.64. She also helped
guide her team to a second-place finish in the 200-yard medley relay (2:12.94),
teaming up with Lopez, George, and Rania El-Gamani (YHS).

The 400-yard freestyle relay team, featuring Eva Stern, El-Gamani, Olivia
Quinn, and Leah Bowden, secured third place with a time of 4:48.17.

Coach Julie Schoenlank praised the team’s commitment and continued growth.
“The girls had another incredible season,” Schoenlank said. “I’m so proud of how
they’ve challenged themselves and supported one another. We’re all thrilled to see
this success for the Yonkers district and the entire community.”

Yonkers will travel to Felix Festa Middle School Pool in Clarkstown on Novem-
ber 7 for the Section I Championships. The team finished the regular season with
an impressive 7—1 record.

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Our Q&A With Councilman Anthony Merante

We asked City Councilman Anthony Merante, who is running for reelection to the council
from the 6th District, several questions for our readers.

1. WHY ARE YOU RUNNING FOR ANOTHER TERM?

I truly love my job as a City Councilmember. Helping people solve their problems gives
me the greatest satisfaction. As a businessman, I have always focused on customer service,
and I bring that same approach to public service. I see my constituents as customers who
pay taxes and deserve responsive and effective service from their government. That is why
I created an online portal where residents can easily submit their concerns at https://tinyurl.
com/HelpMeAnthony. Nothing makes me happier than hearing “Thank you, Anthony” and
seeing a smile on someone’s face when their issue is resolved.

2. WHAT ISSUES ARE VOTERS TELLING YOU ARE IMPORTANT TO THEM?

The biggest concerns are quality of life and affordability. Yonkers residents pay some of
the highest taxes in the county and deserve better services—smooth roads, quieter neigh-
borhoods, and safer streets. People want to see more foot patrols and stronger enforcement
against noise and speeding. Affordability is also a major issue. High taxes, high rents, and
high utility bills are driving people out. We need less luxury housing for wealthy commuters
and more affordable homes for seniors, working families, and city employees. Con Edison’s
excessive rates are hurting residents and must be addressed.

3. WHAT ISSUES DO YOU HOPE TO WORK ON IN THE COUNCIL?

I have several pieces of legislation that I’ve written and are waiting to be brought to the
Council floor for a vote. One calls on the governor to reform the Public Service Commission,
so it truly represents the public, not Con Edison, which it has become a rubber stamp for,
approving all their rate hikes! Another would establish strong local laws regulating lithium-
ion battery storage facilities, especially the one proposed for the Homefield neighborhood.
I’ve also introduced legislation to strengthen hillside and construction safety following the
Peterson’s Tools rockslide. Yonkers is a “City of Hills” and any poorly planned construction
can put residents’ safety at risk. I am also always focused on improving our quality of life
and making Yonkers more affordable for everyone.

4. WHY IS IT IMPORTANT FOR VOTERS TO VOTE FOR YOU INSTEAD OF YOUR
OPPONENT?

The choice is clear. I am independent and refuse to be a rubber stamp for the administration
like the majority of the current Council. I voted against the last four city budgets that raised
property taxes by 15 percent, and I was the only Councilmember to oppose the massive pay
raises for the Council and the Mayor. I’ve spoken out against overdevelopment that hurts
neighborhoods and benefits only developers. My opponent has already said he will support
the Mayor 100 percent and be a “yes” vote for his agenda. I like the Mayor personally and
will support him on projects that truly benefit Yonkers residents, but I will always speak up
when something is not right. I work for the taxpayers, not the administration.

5-HOW HAVE YOU -OR HOW CAN YOU USE YOUR EXPERIENCE AS AN AC-
COUNTANT -CPA -TO MONITOR THE CITY’S BUDGET-FINANCES AND TAX IN-
CREASES?

I’m extremely proud of my work as Chairman of the City Council Budget Committee for
the 2021-2022 budget. Using my CPA expertise, I closely scrutinized the numbers, dug into
the details, and helped craft a responsible plan that resulted in a zero-percent tax increase
a budget I was proud to vote yes on. Unfortunately, after that success, the majority of the
Council and the administration made sure I was never again a Budget Chairman. I suppose
they didn’t want a CPA asking tough questions and demanding accountability.

6. WHAT VOTES OR ACTIONS ARE YOU MOST PROUD OF?

I’m proud to have voted against the recent proposal to raise the acceptable decibel level for
noise. Yonkers already struggles with excessive noise, and increasing the limit would only
make the problem worse. I’m also proud to have supported capital budgets that fund critical
infrastructure improvements such as road paving, new equipment for our first responders,
and much-needed upgrades to our public schools.

7. DO YOU REGRET ANY OF YOUR VOTES?

I don’t know that I regret any of my votes, but I did learn from one early experience. In
my first term, I was newly sworn in that January and was immediately thrown into a budget
process that was already near completion. I voted for a budget that included a tax increase
after the Mayor warned that the city faced massive layoffs including essential employees
like teachers, firefighters, and police officers. At the time, there was little opportunity to ask
questions, and as a newcomer, | relied too heavily on the administration’s guidance. That was
the first and last time I made that mistake. Experience has taught me to question everything.

poker games (most commonly, Texas Hold ’em) in the Eastern District of New York and across the United States. Co-conspirators in the Scheme included game
organizers, who arranged for unwitting victims to play in underground illegal poker games that were secretly rigged; suppliers of the rigged cheating technology;
former professional athletes, who were enlisted as “Face Cards” in the Scheme to entice the victims’ participation in the games; cheating teams who worked together
using the cheating technology to defraud the victims; money launderers; and members and associates of the Bonanno, Gambino, and Genovese organized crime
families of LCN, who backed games in the New York area and took a percentage of the crime proceeds from those games.

LCN members and associates had a foothold in the rigged poker scheme because they had preexisting control over “straight” (i.e., non-rigged) illegal poker
games in New York City, where some of the rigged poker games also occurred: one that was hosted principally at Lexington Avenue in Manhattan, that was on
record with the Bonanno family (the “Lexington Avenue Game”); and a second that was hosted principally at Washington Place in Manhattan, that was on record
with the Gambino family (the “Washington Place Game”). As part of the schemes, some of the charged defendants and other co-conspirators also committed acts
of violence, including the robbery and extortion charged in the indictment.

In a typical legitimate poker game, a dealer uses a shuffling machine to shuffle the cards randomly before dealing them to all the players in a particular order. As
set forth in the indictment, the rigged games used altered shuffling machines that contained hidden technology allowing the machines to read all the cards in the
deck. Because the cards were always dealt in a particular order to the players at the table, the machines could determine which player would have the winning hand.

This information was transmitted to an off-site member of the conspiracy, who then transmitted it via cellphone back to a member of the conspiracy playing at the
table, referred to as the “Quarterback™ or “Driver.” The Quarterback then secretly signaled this information (usually by prearranged signals like touching certain
chips or other items on the table) to other co-conspirators playing at the table, who were also participants in the Scheme.

Collectively, the Quarterback and other players in on the Scheme (i.e., the cheating team) used this information to win poker games against unwitting victims, who
sometimes lost tens or hundreds of thousands of dollars at a time. The defendants used other cheating technology as well, such as a chip tray analyzer (essentially,
a poker chip tray that also secretly read all cards using hidden cameras), an X-ray table that could read cards face down on the table, and special contact lenses or
eyeglasses that could read pre-marked cards.

The defendants and their co-conspirators bet accordingly to ensure that the unsuspecting victims lost money. Through the rigged poker schemes, the defendants
caused losses to victims of at least $7 million.

As alleged in the indictment, the Bonanno, Genovese, and Gambino organized crime families of LCN backed the Lexington Avenue Game and the Washington
Place Game and received a portion of the criminal proceeds from both the “straight” illegal poker games and rigged games run by the organizers of those games.
In particular, Becher, Zhen Hu, and Trustman—the organizers of the Lexington Avenue Game—were required to make payments to defendants Thomas Gelardo of
the Bonanno family for the games (rigged or “straight”) that they operated.

The defendant LOUIS APICELLA, also known as “Lou Ap,” was a resident of New Rochelle, New York, an associate of the Gambino Crime Family of La Cosa
Nostra (the “Gambino Crime Family”), and a member of the Cheating Teams.

The defendant THOMAS GELARDO, also known as “Juice,” was a resident of Scarsdale, New York, an associate of the Bonanno Crime Family, and later an
associate of the Genovese Crime Family.

On numerous occasions, certain defendants and their co-conspirators invited the Victims, who were often wealthy, to Rigged Games. To attract the Victims, in
some instances, well-known former professional athletes participated in the Rigged Poker Scheme and were referred to as “Face Cards.” The Face Cards were
members of the Cheating Teams and received a portion of the criminal proceeds in exchange for their participation in the Scheme.

The defendants CHAUNCEY BILLUPS and DAMON JONES, both of whom are former professional basketball players, were Face Cards and members of the
Cheating Teams.

As another example, in or around June and July 2023, several of the defendants participated in Rigged Games at the Lexington Avenue Game, where they defraud-
ed John Doe #1 of approximately $1.8 million using a Rigged Shuffling Machine supplied by the defendants. The defendants, including THOMAS GELARDO,
received a portion of the criminal proceeds from games involving John Doe #1 on behalf of the Bonanno, Gambino, and Genovese Crime Families.

On several occasions, the defendants, including Gelardo, and their co-conspirators used threats of force and violence to secure the repayment of debts from illegal
poker games. In or about and between November 2022 and February 2023, the defendants conspired to and did extort John Doe #5, an individual whose identity is
known to the Grand Jury, to secure the repayment of debt from illegal poker games.

Both Gelardo and Apicella are charged with money laundering, extortion, operation of an illegal gambling business, and wire fraud.

One of the better podcasts on YouTube about Organized Crime in the tri-state area is The Sitdown with Jeff Nadu. Jeff recently posted on X-Twitter about Gelardo,
including:

“One of the mobsters arrested yesterday in a wild scheme involving poker games and NBA coaches has issues. And I think one of the problems that I noticed with
some of the defendants in this case, I believe, led to not only investigations into them, but made it pretty easy for the feds to see what was going on here. Generally,
in fed cases, they begin with a certain informant or a tip. Then they look through the bank accounts of these individuals. I talked to someone with intimate knowledge
of this case who is in the life. And he told me — this was his quote — *&%$ Tommy bought all these cars. And essentially, Thomas Gelardo was acting ostenta-
tiously, buying a bunch of stuff and flaunting his wealth.

“Now, according to information that I have, it’s been uncovered that Mr. Gelardo has multiple bank accounts, one of which has at least $500,000 in it, and Mr.
Gelardo has no source of legitimate income. Throw in the fact that he purchased a Lamborghini SUV with a down payment of over $100,000, which he also makes
$5,000 monthly payments for that vehicle. Now, this is not the only luxury vehicle that Mr. Gallardo owns. He also has a G-Wagon, which is a nearly $200,000 car,
and he does not have a job. This is how the feds put this stuff together.

“They look at these defendants. They say to themselves, how does this person have all this stuff? But he doesn’t have a job. Now, this is not the first time Mr.
Gerardo has been involved with the police and or the feds.

“At one point, about ten years ago, he was dating a woman called Trista Guyer, who was in Playboy and Hustler. And Mr. Gelardo couldn’t take the hint and was
jailed for repeatedly violating a restraining order that Miss Guyer took out against him in one day, calling her over 60 times. Now, he was arrested in 2013 for al-
legedly assaulting Miss Guyer.

“Due to some of his wild behavior, it’s been discussed that Thomas Gelardo has been chased from New York, which essentially means that no mob family will
deal with him, including the Bonanno crime family, who at one point were dealing with him. Last I heard, Tommy was down in Florida doing some things,” said
Jeff Nadu, https://x.com/JeffNadu/status/1981769035038830714.

Good reporting on Apicella can be found on Talk of the Sound and Editor Robert Cox. Cox has reported on Apicella on several occasions over the past ten years
and writes,

“Apicella’s alleged role in the Scheme comes amid a history of legal troubles dating back more than a decade, including drug possession, theft, time theft from
his former employer, the New Rochelle Board of Education, and a 2023 guilty plea for disorderly conduct after attempting to run over journalist Robert Cox with
his vehicle.

“In a detention letter submitted October 23, 2025, to US District Judge Ramon E. Reyes Jr. ahead of the defendants’ arraignments, the US Attorney’s Office for
the Eastern District of New York requested that Apicella be detained pending trial, citing the serious nature of the charges, strong evidence of guilt, and the risk of
obstruction by organized crime associates.

“The proof in the case includes, among other things, (1) witness testimony; (2) text messages, photographs, videos, audio recordings, and other materials recov-
ered from cellular telephones and iCloud accounts of the defendants and their co-conspirators; and (3) financial records,” the letter stated.

“Apicella faces charges including conspiracy to commit wire fraud, operation of an illegal gambling business, and related counts under federal statutes such as 18
U.S.C. §§ 1349, 1955(a), and others, carrying potential penalties of up to 20 years in prison.

“Apicella’s prior record includes a November 19, 2021, arrest by New Rochelle Police for disorderly conduct and petit larceny after allegedly stealing steaks
worth under $150 from a ShopRite butcher shop.

“Apicella’s criminal history also includes a May 30, 2018, arrest by New York State Police during a traffic stop on [-95 in New Rochelle as part of the “Buckle Up
New York” campaign. Officers found 46.3 grams of marijuana and a 500 ml bottle of concentrated cannabis oil strewn about his vehicle, charging him with fifth-
degree criminal possession of marijuana, a Class B misdemeanor, and seventh-degree criminal possession of a controlled substance, a Class A misdemeanor, plus a
seat belt violation,” writes Cox, who was subjected to Apicella’s threats and attempts to harm him. https://talkofthesound.com/2025/10/23/gambino-mob-associate-

US Attorney Joseph Nocella, Jr said, “As alleged, members and associates of organized crime families fixed illegal poker games as part of a highly sophisticated
and lucrative fraud scheme to cheat victims out of millions of dollars and conspired with others to perpetrate their frauds,” stated United States Attorney Nocella.
“Well-known former NBA players and former professional athletes acted as ‘Face Cards’ to lure unsuspecting victims to high-stakes poker games, where they were
then at the mercy of concealed technology, including rigged shuffling machines and specially designed contact lenses and sunglasses to read the backs of playing
cards, which ensured that the victims would lose big. Today’s indictment and arrests sound the final buzzer for these cheaters.”

“Over 30 people were arrested and charged for their alleged roles in criminal schemes to rig illegal poker games to win large amounts of money. These individu-
als used technology and deceit to scam innocent victims out of millions of dollars — eventually funneling money to La Casa Nostra and enriching one of the most
notorious criminal networks in the world,” stated FBI Director Kash Patel.
